Celkové prijmy statutarniho mésta Ostravy po
konsolidaci, to znamena po vylouceni viastnich prevodu, dosahly
za rok 2018 hodnoty 10,7 miliardy korun, coz znamena oproti roku
pfedchozimu navy$eni o 2,4 miliardy korun. Rozhodujici prijmo-
vou ¢ast rozpoctu tvori dariové pFijmy. Ty doséahly za uplynuly rok
vySe 8,1 miliardy korun a byly tak o témér miliardu vy$Si nez v roce
2017. Nedariové prijmy predstavovaly ¢astku 1,7 miliardy korun
a byly na témér trojnasobné vysi nez o rok dfive.

Celkové vydaje statutarniho mésta Ostravy dosahly po konsolida-
ci vySe 10,6 miliardy korun, coz je o 2,8 miliardy vice nez v roce
2017. Z toho bézné vydaje Cinily 8,3 miliardy, coz pfedstavuje me-
ziro€ni narast o 1,7 miliardy korun.

Do oblasti zdravotnictvi sméfovalo z rozpoctu mésta 334 milion(i
korun, z toho investicni dotace Cinily 65 milion( korun. Pro soci-
alni oblast jsme vyd&lenili 874 milionti korun. Cést navyseni oproti
minulym létam je déana legislativnimi zménami. Viyraznymi ¢ast-
kami mésto podpofilo oblast Skolstvi, kultury, Zivotniho prostfedi
a sportu. Vydaje na bezpecnost a verejny poradek cinily 456 milio-
nu korun. Ddlezitym posunem je, Ze se opét navySila castka, s kte-
rou mohou samostatné hospodafit jednotlivé ostravské obvody.

Introduction

Dear readers,

Please allow me to present this Annual Report of the City of
Ostrava for 2018, which summarizes how we fulfilled our local
government duties throughout the year. The report has been
compiled by the responsible departments at the City Authority,
and it gives an analysis of the situation in a range of different
areas — the organization and management of the City and its
Municipal Districts, our finances and asset management, and
a broad range of public services.

The results we achieved in 2018 again demonstrate that the
City’s management takes a prudent and highly responsible
approach to its use of public funds. The total 2018 income of
the City of Ostrava after consolidation (i.e. excluding internal
transfers) was 10.7 billion CZK — an increase of 2.4 billion CZK
compared with the previous year. The majority of the City’s
income is made up of tax revenues. In 2018 these revenues
totalled 8.1 billion CZK — an increase of almost 1 billion CZK
in comparison with 2017. Non-tax income in 2018 accounted
for 1.7 billion CZK (almost three times higher than in 2017).
The volume of capital income increased from 32 million CZK in
2017 to 72 million CZK in 2018. There was also a substantial
increase in the volume of transfers received (the 2018 figure
of 880 million CZK was 390 million CZK higher than in 2017).

The City of Ostrava’s total 2018 expenditure (after consoli-
dation) was 10.6 billion CZK — an increase of 2.8 billion CZK
compared with 2017. Current expenditure made up 8.3 billion
CZK, which represents a year-on-year increase of 1.7 billion
CZK.

A total 334 million CZK from the City’s budget was spent on
health care (of which 65 million CZK went into investment
subsidies). We spent 874 million CZK on social services; the
increase in spending compared to previous years was partly
due to legislative changes. The City’s budget also provided
substantial support to education, culture, the environment and
sport. Spending on policing and public safety totalled 456 mi-
llion CZK. The independent budgets of the individual Munici-
pal Districts were again increased.

Capital expenditure in 2018 was 1.4 billion CZK — an increase
of 200 million CZK compared with 2017. The largest volumes
of investment expenditure went to the reconstruction of the
water supply and sewerage network (231 million CZK), con-
struction or modernization of roads and bridges (64 million
CZK), cycle routes, pavements and car parks (63 million

Mezi celkovymi pfijmy a vydaji mésta za rok 2018 byl vykazan
kladny rozdil 116 miliont korun. Mésto nadéle tvori Fond pro
rozvoj Méstské nemocnice Ostrava, ktery byl zaloZen za ucelem
financovani pripravované zasadni rekonstrukce a moderniza-
ce nemocnice dle schvaleného generelu. Vklad do fondu za rok
2018 Cinil 200 milion( korun a jeho ziistatek ke konci roku pak 556
miliond korun. Vedle toho mésto tvofi Fond pro vystavbu nového
koncertniho salu. Prispévek do tohoto fondu za rok 2018 predsta-
voval 100 milion( korun a jeho zlstatek k 31. prosinci 2018 200
miliond korun.

Z hlediska posuzovéani ekonomické stability mésta je vyznamny
udaj o jeho zadluzenosti. Celkova vyse externich financnich zdro-
ju dosahla k 31. 12. 2018 vyse 2,4 miliardy korun, cozZ je o 200
miliond korun méné, nez v roce predchozim. Primérna vyse dlu-
hu na jednoho obyvatele predstavovala na konci roku 2018 ¢ast-
ku 7 357 K& a byla nejniz$i mezi velkymi mésty CR. Oproti roku
2017 pokleslo zadluzeni v pfepoctu na jednoho obyvatele o 1 533
korun. Snizovani zadluZenosti mésta vytvari dobrou vychozi za-
kladnu pro financovani pfipravovanych ambiciéznich rozvojovych
projektt v blizké budoucnosti.

Dobré a stabilni hospodareni mésta bylo ocenéno mezinarodni
ratingovou agenturou Moody's stejné jako v roce 2017 ratingo-
vym hodnocenim A1, pficemz vyhled byl zménén ze stabilniho
na pozitivni. Jedna se o historicky nejlep$i ohodnoceni hospodare-
ni mésta Ostravy. Jde o maximum, které muze mésto dosahnout,
protoZze hodnoceni mésta nemize byt vy$$i nez daného statu
a Ceska republika mé hodnoceni A1 pozitivni.

Rok 2018 byl soucasné druhym rokem realizace Strategického
planu rozvoje mésta Ostravy na obdobi 2017 - 2023 s vyhledem do
roku 2030. Ten vznikal pod znackou fajnOVA a do jeho tvorby se
zapojilo 20 tisic obyvatel mésta. Prijata strategie pomaha Ostravé
udrzovat smér, kterym se chce do budoucna rozvijet, predevsim
v oblastech posileni metropolitni funkce mésta, rozvoje potencialu
Jeho obyvatel a zlepSeni prostredi pro Zivot vdech generaci. Rok
2018 byl i rokem komunalnich voleb. Jejich vysledky ve mésté
Ostravé umoznily bezproblémové sestaveni funkcni koalice, ktera
svym sloZenim i prioritami navazuje na pfedchozi vedeni mésta.

CZK), and street lighting (42 million CZK). A total 61 million
CZK was invested in policing and public safety. The City also
paid 65 million CZK to the City Hospital as an investment con-
tribution, as well as contributions to social care institutions
(67 million CZK for Ostrava’s senior citizens’ homes and the
Ctyftlistek centre for handicapped people), cultural institutions
(202 million CZK for the National Moravian-Silesian Theatre),
125 million CZK for the SAREZA company, and 74 million CZK
for the Vitkovice Aréna company.

Among the most important investment projects implemented
during 2018 were an energy efficiency project at Ostrava Zoo
(52 million CZK), the extension of sewerage collector B to
Radvanice (34 million CZK), the reconstruction of the Dulriak
water source siphon system (27 million CZK), modernization
at the central waste water treatment plant (24 million CZK),
a complete sewer/drain system in Michalkovice (23 million
CZK), reconstruction work at the City Hospital to create a me-
tabolic intensive care unit (20 million CZK), modernization of
settling tanks at the water treatment plant (18 million CZK),
modernization of the Michalkovice fire station (18 million
CZK), new windows and fagades at the City Hall (17 million
CZK), reconstruction of Pustkovecka St. (13 million CZK), and
cycle route P (13 million CZK).

The difference between income and expenditure in 2018 (i.e.
the City’s overall cash flow) was +116 million CZK. The City
continues to pay into a special fund for the development of the
City Hospital, which will help to finance planned reconstruction
and modernization projects. The City’s contribution to the fund
in 2018 was 200 million CZK; at the end of the year the fund
contained a total 556 million CZK. The City has also created
a special fund for the planned new concert hall, paying 100
million CZK into the fund during 2018 (which took the total to
200 million CZK by the end of the year).

The City’s overall level of debt is an important factor when
assessing its economic stability. As of 31 December 2018, Os-
trava’s total debt was 2.4 billion CZK (i.e. 200 million CZK less
than in 2017). The average per capita debt at the end of 2018
was just 7 357 CZK — the lowest level among any of the Czech
Republic’s major cities; per capita debt fell by 1 533 CZK du-
ring 2018). The reduction in Ostrava’s overall debt level has
created a solid foundation for us to fund ambitious develop-
ment projects that are planned for the near future.

The City’s excellent and stable financial management was re-
cognized by the international rating agency Moody’s, which in
2018 reconfirmed Ostrava’s 2017 rating of A1 and raised the
outlook from stable to positive. This is the best-ever rating that
the City of Ostrava has achieved. It is also the maximum level
that we can currently achieve, as no city can receive a higher
rating than the country in which it is situated, and A1 positive
is currently the Czech Republic’s rating.

2018 was the second year of implementing the City’s Stra-
tegic Development Plan for the period up to 2023 (including
an outlook to 2030). The plan was created with the input of
around 20 000 of Ostrava’s citizens. It helps the City to stay
focused on the areas in which it needs to develop in the future
— especially strengthening Ostrava’s role a genuine regional
centre, developing the potential of its people, and improving
the environment for all generations. Local elections also took
place in 2018. The results enabled the City’s elected repre-
sentatives to create an effective coalition whose membership
and priorities represent an organic continuation of the City’s
previous leadership.

The status of the City
and principles of local
government

The status and powers of the City of Ostrava are
defined in Act no. 128/2000 on municipalities and in
amendments to the Act. Under the Act, Ostrava is
a statutory city (i.e. it has extensive rights of autono-
mous self-government which are defined in its statute).
The City’s main independent decision-making body is
the City Assembly; other City bodies include the City
Council, the Mayor of Ostrava, the City Authority, two
special-purpose bodies (the Floods Commission for
Ostrava, the Commission for the Social and Legal Pro-
tection of Children), and the Ostrava City Police Force.

As well as carrying out standard local government
responsibilities, the City of Ostrava also exercises
certain legally defined additional powers delegated to
it by the state as part of a system designed to improve
efficiency in local authorities and centralize powers in
large local administrative centres serving communities
in the surrounding area. The City thus operates as
a special category of municipality with a range of ex-
tended powers, which it exercises on behalf of several
municipalities: Cavisov, Dolni Lhota, Horni Lhota, Klim-
kovice, Olbramice, Ostrava, Stara Ves nad Ondfejnici,
Senov, Vaclavovice, Velka Polom, Vratimov, Viesina,
and Zbyslavice.

The City Assembly has 55 members and is elected by
Ostrava’s citizens for a four-year period. The tasks of
the City Assembly include: approving the City Deve-
lopment Programme; approving the City’s budget and
final accounts; establishing permanent and temporary
pension funds; issuing general ordinances; electing and
dismissing the Mayor, Deputy Mayors and other mem-
bers of the City Council; determining the number of City
Council members; determining the remuneration paid
to City Assembly members who concurrently remain
in full-time employment elsewhere; constituting and
dissolving City committees and electing and dismissing
their chairpersons and members; constituting and di-
ssolving contributory organizations and approving their
articles of association; approving the establishment or
dissolution of legal entities and approving their articles
of association and statutes; decision-making related to
the City’s participation in existing legal entities; consti-
tuting and dissolving the City Police Force; conferring
and withdrawing honorary citizenship and City awards;
stipulating rules for the reimbursement of travel expen-
ses to City Assembly members. The City Assembly is
also responsible for decision-making with relevance
to a number of legal acts and procedures: acquiring
and transferring real estate; providing monetary and
non-monetary donations to individuals or organizations
(if the value of the donations exceeds 20 000 CZK in
a single calendar year); providing subsidies and re-
payable grants-in-aid to individuals or organizations (if
the value of the subsidies/grants exceeds 50 000 CZK
in a single calendar year) and concluding contracts on
such provision; providing monetary or non-monetary
contributions to legal entities; waiving/cancelling debts
in excess of 20 000 CZK; concluding agreements on
repayment schedules covering periods longer than 18
months; transferring receivables in excess of 20 000
CZK; concluding contracts on the provision/receipt of

The City Council has 11 members and consists of the
Mayor, the Deputy Mayors, and the Councillors elected
by the City Assembly. The Council is accountable to the
City Assembly. Its responsibilities include: ensuring that
the City operates according to its approved budget; per-
forming tasks connected to legal entities established or
constituted by the City Assembly (with the exception of
the City Police Force); establishing or constituting bodies
in accordance with specific regulations (in cases where
the City Assembly does not perform this role); approving
the final accounts of City contributory organizations;
decision-making related to the City’s role as the sole
owner of commercial companies; discussing proposals
and issues raised by members of the City Assembly;
constituting and dissolving City Council commissions
and electing or dismissing their chairpersons and mem-
bers; issuing regulations for accepting and processing
petitions and complaints; issuing City ordinances;
establishing and dissolving individual Departments and
other units of the City Authority; appointing and dismi-
ssing the Heads of Departments (based on proposals
from the City Authority Secretary); setting the total
number of employees of the City Authority; approving
the City Authority’s organizational regulations. The City
Council meets on a regular basis as part of its approved
schedule. Its sessions are closed to the public.

The City Authority consists of the Mayor — who is the
head of the Authority — plus the Deputy Mayors, the
City Authority Secretary, and the employees of the City
Authority. The various Departments which make up the
City Authority are constituted by the City Council to
deal with specialist areas of activity. The City Authority
carries out tasks assigned to it by the City Assembly
or the City Council. It assists the committees and
commissions in their work and carries out a range of
delegated administrative duties on behalf of communi-
ties in the surrounding area.

The City Authority Secretary is accountable to the Ma-
yor for the City Authority’s activities, and is responsible
for managing its delegated administrative duties with
the exception of those duties legally entrusted to the
City Council or another City body; carrying out tasks
assigned by the City Assembly, Council or Mayor;
setting salary levels for all City Authority employees
in accordance with legal regulations; carrying out the
tasks of the statutory body of the employer as defined
by law with relation to the employees of the City Autho-
rity; issuing regulations on document management,
working practices and other internal matters of the
City Authority (unless these regulations fall within the
purview of the City Council). The Secretary participates
in City Assembly and City Council sessions (with an
advisory vote).

Socialni sluzby

Socialni sluzby poskytované jednotlivym obéanim nebo

Social care

The City of Ostrava offers a wide range of assistance
and support services to citizens who find themselves
in difficult circumstances. These services are provided
via the City Authority (Social Affairs and Health Care
Department) and through a number of contributory
organizations specializing in social services and health
care. When providing social care and other services
related to drug abuse and crime prevention, the Social
Affairs and Health Care Department also works closely
alongside various co-providers including the individual
Municipal Districts, non-governmental non-profit orga-
nizations (civic associations, Church-based facilities,
public benefit organizations), and individuals.

The main focus of the Social Affairs and Health Care
Department includes social care, health care, crime
prevention, drug-related issues, and the provision of
child protection services plus a full range of social
work services. The Department plans, coordinates
and implements social services and coordinates crime
prevention and drug-related services across the city.

Social services

Social services are provided to individual citizens or
their families in order to help them deal with difficult si-
tuations in which they need support and assistance. The
services are provided either on-site at clients’ homes
(e.g. personal assistance services and care services), at
various types of social services day centres and drop-in
centres, or at residential social services institutions.
These services are financed from several sources — the
City budget, the Regional budget, the national budget,
fees paid by users, care contributions, income genera-
ted by the organizations themselves, charity collections,
sponsors’ donations, etc.

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Since 2003, the City of Ostrava has used a community
planning process to optimize the management and
sustainable provision of social services and related ac-
tivities; the process is defined in the relevant legislation
(Act no. 108/2006 on social services). The key commu-
nity planning document at present is the City’s Fourth
Community Plan for Social Services and Related Activi-
ties in the City of Ostrava for the period 2015-2018. This
strategic document maps out the City’s general policy
on social services provision and defines its priorities and
plans for social services. It was approved by the City
Assembly on 10 September 2014.

In 2018, the City of Ostrava provided budgetary funding
to 71 organizations offering a total of 180 registered
social services and related activities. These include
organizations constituted by the City of Ostrava or its
Municipal Districts, plus non-governmental non-profit
organizations and individuals. The City of Ostrava co-fi-
nances social services provision either via its contribu-
tory organizations (i.e. organizations funded directly by
the City) or via subsidies provided to selected applicants
for the purpose of funding social care and drug abuse
prevention. Social services are provided annually to
over 30 000 people, by more than 2 600 employees.
The total cost of these services (excluding investments)
is around 1.3 billion CZK.

The implementation processes have been defined in
accordance with the current needs of the target groups,
incorporating new tools which will drive quality improve-
ments, including the creation of a simpler, more transpa-
rent system for social services planning.

Contributory organizations
of the City of Ostrava

The City of Ostrava is the constituting body of 9 contribu-
tory organizations providing primarily residential services
for senior citizens and handicapped citizens. The City’s
senior citizens’ homes currently offer 1 579 places. The
total capacity of the ‘Ctyflistek’ (‘Four-Leaved Clover’)
centre — which offers residential, day care and on-site
services for disabled people — is 272 places.

e the total costs of the City’s contributory organizations
were CZK 886 958 000;

« the City contributed a basic CZK 185 619 000 throughout
the year to cover the day-to-day operations of its con-
tributory organizations, plus targeted non-investment
contributions of CZK 16 537 000 and contributions
of CZK 8 408 000 to cover assets depreciation (for
a detailed breakdown per facility see the Table);

e the City’s contributory organizations also received
CZK 211 716 000 as project funding from the Moravi-
an-Silesian Region and EU structural and investment
funds (via the City budget); this funding included
a total CZK 202 098 000 in non-investment subsidies
for the provision of social services (under Chapter
313 of the state budget).

Other costs were covered by income generated by the
contributory organizations themselves — e.g. fees for food
and accommodation paid by clients, fees for client care,
and transfers from health insurance providers.

Other major providers of social services within Ostrava,
especially of home visiting services, are the Municipal
Districts. The aim of home visiting services is to provide
assistance to clients in their natural social environment.
A central pillar of these services is nursing care provi-
ded by visiting carers; this also includes clients living in
apartments at nursing homes or similar facilities.

Citizens receiving old age pensions or disability benefits
who require nursing care services can make use of
nursing homes or similar facilities. The allocation of
apartments in these homes is the responsibility of the
Municipal District authorities; places are allocated on
the basis of individual applications depending on the
urgency of the potential client's social situation and
the degree to which his/her independence is restricted.
There are currently 1019 such homes in the City, located
in 20 Municipal Districts (out of the total 23 Municipal
Districts). These homes contain a total 928 apartments
with nursing care services.

Non-governmental non-profit
organizations providing social

Non-governmental non-profit organizations (NPOs) are
important providers of social services within Ostrava.
They play an active role in the process of community
planning for social services, helping to maintain a stable
network of registered social services providers. In terms
of residential services for senior citizens, NPOs play
a supplementary role to core services provided by the
City’s contributory organizations. However, NPOs are
the sole providers of many other services — especially
home visiting services and day services.

Socidlni prace v oblasti socialniho
zaclenovani

Problematikou romského etnika se zabyva koordinator
socialniho zaclenovani. Jeho €innost se zaméfuje zejmé-
na na zlep$eni socialnich a Zivotnich podminek romské
mensSiny na Uzemi mésta Ostravy a zaclenéni obyvatel
socialné vylou¢enych romskych lokalit do spole¢nosti.
PFi realizaci opatfeni vedoucich k integraci romské
mensiny kooperuje koordinator se statnimi, nestatnimi
a neziskovymi organizacemi a dal$imi subjekty.

Od 1. 7. 2014 mésto spolupracuje s Agenturou pro soci-
alni zaclenovani. Vyusténim spoluprace bylo sestaveni
a schvaleni Strategického planu socialniho zaclerfiovani
Ostrava 2015-2018, ktery byl v roce 2018 vyhodnocen.

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Social work

Social workers from the City Authority and Municipal
District authorities provide social work services within
the City of Ostrava as well as in 12 other municipalities
falling within the City’s wider administrative purview.
Social services are provided to all target client groups.
During 2018, social workers provided assistance to
a total of 6 546 clients. There is a long-term decreasing
trend in the number of clients, but this decrease has
been accompanied by an increase in the number of
cases requiring long-term intensive cooperation with
social workers.

Quality monitoring and methodologi-
cal assistance

The Social Work and Methodology Unit (part of the
Social Affairs and Health Care Department) carries out
quality monitoring and offers methodological support for
the full range of social work services provided by the
City’s individual Municipal Districts. The Unit also coor-
dinates and monitors the quality of all social counselling
and social care provided to citizens by the Municipal
Districts.

During 2018, the Unit carried out quality inspections of
social work provision in eight Municipal Districts, as well
as organizing several meetings with representatives of
Municipal Districts to support their social work provision:
four meetings concerning social work, one meeting for
social prevention workers, five case-study seminars for
social workers, and two workshops focusing on scree-
ning techniques to identify potentially at-risk individuals.
One methodological handbook was also published by
the Social Work and Methodology Unit.

Social work in the field of social
inclusion

The Coordinator for the Roma Ethnic Minority works
to improve social and material conditions among
Ostrava’s Roma community, with a particular focus on
the integration of inhabitants from socially excluded
locations into the wider community. The coordinator
works closely alongside state authorities and various
non-governmental non-profit organizations (NPOs) to
implement measures supporting the integration of the
Roma community.

Since 1 July 2014, the City has been cooperating with
the Czech Government’s Agency for Social Inclusion. As
part of this cooperation, experts mapped the situation

Socialné-pravni ochrana déti

Socialné-pravni ochrana déti (SPOD) jako specializo-
vana ¢innost spada do vykonu statni spravy. Zajistuje
prava ditéte na zivot, jeho pfiznivy vyvoj, na rodi¢ovskou
péci a zivot v rodiné, na identitu ditéte, svobodu mys-
leni, svédomi a nabozenstvi, na vzdélani, zaméstnani.
Zahrnuje také ochranu ditéte pfed jakymkoliv té€lesnym
¢i duSevnim nasilim, zanedbavanim, zneuzivanim nebo
vykofistovanim. Klade diraz na pomoc a podporu ditéti
a rodiné v obtizné Zivotni situaci.

Na vykonu SPOD se podili organy statni spravy, obce,
ale také fada nestatnich neziskovych organizaci. Nestat-
ni neziskové organizace plsobi zejména v poradenstvi,
pfi sanaci rodin, v odlehCovacich sluzbach, v mediaci,
v podpofe péstounskych rodin a také rodin ohrozenych
domacim nasilim. Spoluprace organli SPOD a nestat-
nich neziskovych organizaci plsobicich v této oblasti je
na uzemi mésta na vysoké profesionalni drovni.

Poskytovani SPOD se Fidi mistni pfislusnosti (trvalym
bydlistém ditéte), kterou vykonava 8 uradi méstskych
obvodd a Magistrat mésta Ostravy. Jejich €innost se
mimo jiné Fidi Standardy kvality socialné-pravni ochrany,
jejichz ¢asti jsou zvefejhovany pro ob¢any na webovych
strankach uradi méstskych obvodu.
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and drew up the City of Ostrava’s Strategic Plan for
Social Inclusion 2015-2018; the implementation of the
plan was assessed in 2018. This assessment included
planning for the launch of a monitoring system to eva-
luate the impact of the projects implemented by the City
and its partners; the monitoring will be completed by
2020. Since 2016 the City has been implementing four
projects in this area; in 2018 the family policy project
was successfully completed. In 2018 the implementa-
tion team for the City’s social housing project won the
prestigious “RegioStars 2018” international award for
the best European project supported by EU cohesion
funding, in the category “Creating Better Access to Pub-
lic Services”. Projects focusing on education and crime
prevention continue to be implemented, as do projects
run by non-governmental non-profit organizations.

Homelessness

In addition to the year-round services provided to
homeless citizens, the City organizes a special ‘winter
programme’ when overnight temperatures drop below
freezing and the available shelters are full to capacity;
as part of this winter programme, an extra 54 beds
and 120 chairs can be made available at emergency
shelter facilities. The winter programme also includes
more frequent fieldwork by social workers from the City
Authority and Municipal Districts in order to target at-risk
individuals and give advice on organizations that can
provide hot meals, blankets and overnight accommoda-
tion.

Child protection

Child protection involves a range of highly specialist
services provided by public sector organizations. Its
purpose is to protect a child’s fundamental rights: the
right to life, to parental care and a positive family envi-
ronment, to his/her own identity, to freedom of thought,
conscience and religion, to education, and to employ-
ment. It also protects children from all forms of physical
or emotional violence, neglect, abuse or exploitation.
A key priority is the provision of assistance and support
to families experiencing difficult life situations.

Child protection services are provided by state institu-
tions on the national and municipal level, as well as by
a wide range of non-governmental non-profit organizati-
ons (NPOs) which are particularly active in counselling,
family services, respite services, mediation, support
for foster families, and work with families experiencing
domestic violence. The City’s child protection professi-
onals cooperate closely with NPOs to provide a high
standard of care.

Child protection services are now provided by 8 Munici-
pal District Authorities and the City Authority (depending
on the child’s place of residence). Provision is in accor-
dance with the City’s Quality Standards for Social and
Legal Protection; key extracts from this document are
published on the websites of the individual Municipal
Districts.

As of 31. 12. 2018, a total of 59 822 children (aged 0-18)
lived in the City of Ostrava and the outlying municipali-
ties within its administrative purview. During 2018, child
protection workers provided assistance to 3 719 families
living in Ostrava and dealt with 2 399 cases involving
children not permanently resident in the city.

Child protection services are currently provided by 135
specialist social workers and social prevention workers
assigned to children displaying high-risk behaviours.

In line with current legislative requirements, emergency
assistance to at-risk children is provided 24 hours a day.
A designated social worker is available via a special
emergency helpline at all times outside normal working
hours. If contacted by the National Police Force or the
City Police Force, this social worker travels to locations
throughout the city to deal with issues and situations
requiring intervention.

The Early Intervention System
and assistance to at-risk children

The Early Intervention System (EIS) is an interdepart-
mental project set up with a range of interrelated aims:
preventing children from turning to crime or helping
them desist from criminal behaviour, as well as protect-
ing children against crime, bullying, abuse and neglect.
The purpose of the EIS is to provide a framework for
effective cooperation among institutions and organiza-
tions providing care to at-risk children and their families.
The project uses a single integrated information system
facilitating cooperation and coordination. This IT system
is administered by local child protection authorities.

The EIS includes a Youth Team working at the City level
to map high-risk behaviours and situations, deal flexibly
with any problems as they emerge, and coordinate the
activities of child protection organizations at the local
level. Partners of the Early Intervention System within
Ostrava include the National Police Force, the City
Police Force, the District Prosecutor’s Office, the District
Court, and the Ostrava branch of the National Proba-
tion and Mediation Service. These partners achieve
excellent results through close cooperation — including
workshops, talks and other meetings organized at
various locations. In 2018 the Youth Team met twice for
regular meetings; in addition, it held a special meeting

Komise pro socidlné-pravni ochranu déti

Komise pro socialné-pravni ochranu déti je zfizovana
primatorem jako zvlastni organ obce. Jejimi ¢leny jsou
odbornici z oblasti Skolstvi, socialni prace, socialnich
sluzeb, policie apod. Jejim uUkolem je koordinovat &in-
nost organu socialné-pravni ochrany déti plsobicich
na uUzemi mésta.

As part of the long-term support
for the EIS provided by the Ostrava headquarters of the
National Police Force, this special meeting was held at
the Ministry of the Interior’s police training academy in
the town of HoleSov. Other meetings held as part of the
EIS included two meetings of the Child Protection Work-
ers Emergency Response Team. This team consists of
child protection staff from the individual Municipal Dis-
tricts who remain on-call outside their normal working
hours (including weekends and public holidays), as child
protection services must be provided 24 hours a day,
every day throughout the entire year. Teams from the
National Police Force and the Ostrava City Police Force
also play an important role in assisting and supporting
the child protection authorities in the City and its Munic-
ipal Districts.

The Child Protection Commission

The City of Ostrava’s Child Protection Commission is
constituted directly by the Mayor and is a special munic-
ipal body. Its members include experts from the fields of
education, social work, social services, law enforcement
agencies, and other areas. Its task is to coordinate the
work of all the child protection authorities operating with-
in the City. The Commission works very closely along-
side the Youth Team, as well as with specialists from
fields such as child protection and education, to deal
with issues related to at-risk children and their families.
The Commission also focuses on preventive measures
in order to avoid the development of situations in which
children would be placed at risk. The members of the
Commission are from the education system, the legal
profession, the National Police Force, psychological
counselling services, the Ostrava City Authority, and the
child protection authorities.

The ‘Giving Children a Family’ cam-
paign

The ‘Giving Children a Family’ campaign was launched
by the City’s child protection authorities in 2011. The
main campaign partners are the Moravian-Silesian
Regional Authority, non-profit organizations and other
groups involved in foster care. The aim of the campaign
is to raise public awareness of foster care as one of the
best ways of protecting and caring for at-risk children,
with a profoundly beneficial effect on their mental and
physical development. The campaign also seeks to
boost the prestige of foster carers — both families who
provide care on a temporary basis (for children in crisis
situations) and also those who share their lives with
foster children for many years.

-2018 mésto realizovalo komplexni prorodinny projekt
Prevence ohrozeni rodinyve mésté Ostrava, ktery reago-
val na specifické rodinné situace a potfeby obcana, ale
také na odchod mladych, ekonomicky aktivnich obyvatel
a budoucich ,zakladateld rodin“ z mésta. V ramci jedné
z kliovych aktivit tohoto projektu postupné vznikala
Koncepce rodinné politiky statutarniho mésta Ostravy
na obdobi 2019-2022, ktera byla v zafi 2018 spole¢né
s Akénim planem na rok 2019 schvalena zastupitelstvem
mésta.

Pro zajisténi realizace aktivit vyplyvajicich z akéniho
planu byla na odboru socialnich véci a zdravotnictvi
od 1. fijna 2018 nové vytvofena pozice koordina¢niho
pracovnika pro oblast rodinné politiky.

Ostrava'’s citizens can meet members of the City’s child
protection authorities (and staff from organizations
providing support to foster families) at various events
throughout the year, such as the Museum Night or the
“Trebovicky kolac” festival. The City Authority works
closely alongside the Moravian-Silesian Regional
Authority to implement the project “Supporting and
Developing Foster Care”. During 2018, the “Foster Care
Day” event was held at Lower Vitkovice as part of this
project (for the second year running).

Family policy in the City of Ostrava

In 2015 the City set up a Commission for Family Pol-
icy. The task of the Commission is to initiate support
programmes aimed at families, including the creation
of systemic tools for use in these programmes. In the
period 2016—2018 the City implemented a comprehen-
sive project targeted at supporting families — ‘Prevention
of Threats to the Family in Ostrava’. The project focuses
on specific family-related needs among citizens; it also
responds to the gradual drain of people away from the
city — especially young people, who have yet to start
a family. As part of one of the key activities within this
project, the City created the City of Ostrava Family
Policy Concept 2019-2022, which was approved by the
City Assembly in September 2018 (along with the Action
Plan for 2019).

From 1 October 2018, the Social Affairs and Health Care
Department at the City Authority created a new position
— Family Policy Coordinator — to manage the implemen-
tation of the activities contained within the Action Plan.

During the course of the year, 11 projects were awarded
total funding of 648 000 CZK via the City’s subsidy
programme for pro-family activities.

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Other activities

Staff from the City Authority’s Social Affairs and Health
Care Department assisted in the planning and organi-
zation of the three-day international conference “22nd
Gerontology Days Ostrava”, held in October 2018 at the
City of Ostrava Cultural Centre.

In 2018 (for the sixth year running) the Ostrava City
Authority organized a charity food bank collection. Seve-
ral Municipal District Authorities were directly involved in
the collection for the first time (Hrabova, Hostalkovice,
Moravska Ostrava a Pfivoz, Lhotka, Poruba, Ostrava-
Jih, Svinov, Stara Béla, Nova Béla), as well as staff from
Ostrava City Hospital and a number of senior citizens’
homes (Magnolie, Cujkovova, Sluni¢ko, Korytko, Kame-
nec). A total 1 370 kg of food was collected (mainly rice,
flour, pulses, sugar, baby food, canned food, etc.).

From late November 2018 to the end of the year,
Ostrava’s central square was the venue for the city’s
annual Christmas market. Social services providers had
the opportunity to rent market stalls and promote their
activities by selling craft products made by their clients
to members of the public. A total 15 organizations took
up this opportunity during the 25 days of the market.

The Social Services Unit at the City Authority’s Social
Affairs and Health Care Department helped to organize
and implement the eighth annual “Volunteer of the Year”
competition. Held to mark International Volunteer Day,
the 2018 awards went to seven volunteers. The prizes
were presented on 5 December at an award ceremony
held in the New City Hall as part of International Volun-
teer Day.

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Health care

Health care

Health care services run by the City of Ostrava are
provided both within the remit of the City’s own powers
and as part of its delegated powers. Within its dele-
gated powers, the City deals with offences related to
health care, controls the distribution of prescriptions
and drug request forms to health care institutions, and
issues ‘Doctor On Call’ placards for cars. Within its own
powers, the City provides methodological support and
auditing services for its health care contributory organi-
zations, as well as releasing funds from the City budget
to cover these organizations’ day-to-day running costs
and investments. The Social Affairs and Health Care
Department provides health care-related advisory
services to citizens and administers targeted subsidies
for prevention and health promotion activities.

The City of Ostrava is the constituting
body of two contributory organizations
providing health care:

In 2018 the City Hospital provided in-patient care, speci-
alist out-patient care and complementary care centres,
a first aid service for adults and children, an ambulance
service staffed by medics and paramedics, plus a range
of social services. The hospital also ran an alcohol
detoxification centre, a children’s rehabilitation ward,
a social services centre, and a confidential help line.

In 2018 the City Hospital built an Intensive Care Fo-
llow-Up Unit, including full equipment and staff facilities
(the new unit was opened on 11 January 2019) and

In 2018 work continued on the reconstruction, renovation
and modernization of the City Hospital; this work was
financed by the Fund for the Development of the Ostra-
va City Hospital, which was set up by the City for this
purpose in 2016. From its inception to the end of 2018,
a total sum of 870 million CZK was paid into the fund.
In 2018 a total CZK 63 497 000 CZK was released from
the fund for investments and targeted non-investment
spending. A further 98 500 000 CZK was transferred from
the fund to the City Authority’s Investment Department,
which manages investment projects with volumes over
10 million CZK (excl. VAT). In addition to the fund, the City
Hospital also received investment contributions and target-
ed non-investment contributions totalling 3 681 000 CzZK
from the City budget, to cover acquisitions of new equip-
ment.

The hospital’s total costs in 2018 were CZK 1 939 694 000;
most of this sum was covered by contributions
from health insurers. The City of Ostrava provided
a contribution from its budget (CZK 60 293 000) to
cover the costs of activities not financed (or only
partly financed) via the health insurance system, plus
a non-investment contribution of 100 million CZK to
cover increased staff wage costs and 65 000 CZK to
cover costs connected with conferences.

In 2018 the ‘Domecek’ Children’s Centre had a total
capacity of 40 beds. Of these, 24 beds were available
for children up to 3 years of age who are placed in
the facility primarily due to ill health, and the remai-
ning 16 beds were for children in urgent need of care
and assistance. The Centre also provided out-patient
pediatric care and rehabilitation services, as well as
a range of child protection and social services — support
for foster carers, consulting services, residential places
for at-risk children, participation in the ‘Giving Children
a Family’ programme, etc.

Operating costs (50 238 000 CZK) were covered mainly by
the financial contribution from the City (43 212 000 CZK);
subsidies were also received from the national budget
and the Moravian-Silesian Region. The centre recei-
ved an investment contribution from the City budget
(515 000 CZK) for the purchase of adjustable beds for
disabled children.

The City’s work in this area focuses on coordinating the
activities of various crime and substance abuse preven-
tion organizations and, in close conjunction with these
organizations, monitoring trends in crime, alcohol and
drug use, plus various other negative social phenome-
na. The City tackles crime and drug abuse via a range
of preventive activities based on its Crime Prevention
Strategy for 2017-2021 and its Drug Abuse Policy Stra-
tegy for 2016—-2020. These preventive activities mainly
take the form of specific projects financed from external
sources, the City of Ostrava’s budget, and other funding
sources.

Since 1996 the City of Ostrava has been regularly
involved in the local-level implementation of the
Interior Ministry’s Crime Prevention Programme. The
programme enables the City to implement a range of
prevention-based projects to tackle local problems. It
also offers methodological assistance and consulting,
as well as giving access to funds from the state budget.
As part of this programme, in 2018 seven projects
received targeted subsidies from the state, with
a total value of 1 264 000 CZK. The projects focused
on supporting crime prevention volunteers, educating
and supporting vulnerable potential victims of crime,
running a system of local crime prevention workers, soft
target protection training, and the modernization of six
CCTV camera stations.

In October 2016 a major new crime prevention project
was launched; it aims to introduce a system of crime
prevention assistants as part of a multidisciplinary
approach to crime prevention. The project (reg. no. CZ
.03.2.60/0.0./0.0./15_026/0002789) is financed by the
European Social Fund via the Operational Programme
Employment, with additional funding from the City bud-
get and the state budget. The first goal of the project is
to create an expert team of six highly motivated crime

Force. A further goal is to support crime prevention by
creating seven multi-disciplinary teams operating in
the seven Municipal Districts with the highest concen-
trations of socially excluded areas. The final goal is to
introduce and pilot new working methods and practices
in crime prevention, involving target groups in decision-
making processes and supporting the development of
participative methods.

The City is also involved in a range of other crime
prevention activities focusing on socially excluded
areas and other high-risk locations. One example is
the project ‘Living Without Debt’, which aims to improve
financial literacy among members of at-risk communi-
ties, helping people to avoid falling into a debt spiral.
Another important activity is the organization of round
table discussions to coordinate the activities of drug
abuse prevention streetworkers and social prevention
workers; the discussions are organized in conjunction
with the Czech Government’s Agency for Social Inclu-
sion.

The ‘Safer Ostrava’ project plays an important role
in the City’s crime prevention activities. The project
involves a wide range of measures focusing on raising
public awareness and encouraging citizens to take
an active role in their communities in order to create
a public space where citizens can feel safer. In 2018 the
information campaign ‘Safer Parking and Shopping’ was
implemented in conjunction with major shopping malls
in Ostrava, with the aim of raising public awareness of
how to protect valuables and personal property while
shopping. Project partners were awarded the ‘Safer
Ostrava 2018 Partner’ certificate.

The City continues to plan and implement a range of
crime prevention and drug-related projects and acti-
vities in cooperation with non-government non-profit
organizations (NPOs), the Probation and Mediation
Service, education providers, research institutions, and
other partners.

The City also works alongside schools to implement the
‘Open Play Areas’ programme, which plays an important
long-term role in improving quality of life and preventing
criminal activity in Ostrava. In 2018 a total of 45 play
areas were funded as part of the programme, receiving
a total sum of 2 529 000 CZK from the City budget.

In 2018, a total of 66 contributory organizations pro-
vided preschool education within the city of Ostrava,
while primary-level education was provided by 55
contributory organizations. All these organizations are
controlled by Ostrava’s Municipal Districts (except the
preschool run by the City of Ostrava for the children of
City employees). During the year, work continued on
school reconstruction projects, including new windows,
insulation and general modernization. Most investments
were co-financed from EU funds.

The City is the constituting body of four special-interest
and hobby-related institutions — three leisure centres
and one youth centre. These institutions not only cater
for children and young people, but are also used by fa-
mily groups. A wide range of hobbies and activities were
pursued by 429 groups and associations with 5 395
members. A total of 166 600 clients attended 2 241
organized events and other activities.

During 2018, a number of major repairs or investment
projects were implemented at these four institutions.
These included repairs to electrical systems and data
cabinets, a steam/water heat exchanger, and outdoor
bathroom facilities at a summer camp (Moravska Ost-
rava Leisure Centre); alterations to provide wheelchair
access as part of the EU project ‘Integrating Disabled
People and Teaching Facilities for Technology and
Manual Skills’, reconstruction of facilities at a sports/
recreation site, electrical systems including lighting
(Zabfeh Leisure Centre); repairs to interior insulation
at the Korunni St. site, installation of air conditioning
and a special animal bath facility at the science centre
(Korunka Leisure Centre); purchase of a vehicle, recon-
struction of the reception area at the M. Majerova St. site

This project gives 28 participating primary schools
on-site access to the services of a range of experts
(school psychologists, teachers specializing in special
needs and socially disadvantaged children, school
assistants, etc.). Counselling centres were set up at
some schools to provide counselling and consultation
to children, their legal guardians and teachers. Thanks
to this project, children at risk of poor educational
performance have achieved improved results.

Equal Access to Education in the City of Ostrava Il

This is a follow-up to the project outlined above; it focu-
ses on inclusive education within the City of Ostrava’s
educational facilities, with a specific emphasis on pre-
schools and school hobby group facilities. The project
activities help improve the quality of educational provi-
sion mainly for children with special educational needs
and those from socio-economically disadvantaged
backgrounds or different cultures. It is important to
work closely alongside parents from socially excluded
locations and motivate them to place their children in
preschool facilities; preschool attendance has a highly
beneficial effect on the children’s subsequent integrati-
on when they reach primary school age.

Local Action Plan Ostrava ll

In 2018 the Local Action Plan (LAP) Ostrava | was
completed. As part of the LAP Ostrava |, the project
partners jointly created a Strategic Plan for the De-
velopment of Education up to 2023, which focuses
on developing high-quality, inclusive educational
provision for children up to age 15 within the City of
Ostrava and neighbouring municipalities falling within
the City’s purview. The first phase of the project has
led to the creation of the Strategic Action Plan, and the
project is now continuing in the follow-up LAP Ostrava
II, which is co-funded via the Operational Programme
Research, Development and Education; the implemen-
tation was approved and launched during 2018. The
project period is 4 years, including implementation.

Keys to Our Children’s Future at City of Ostrava
Educational Facilities Il

The implementation phase of this project began in
2018; completion is scheduled for the summer of 2019.
The project expands the range of hobby-type educati-
on available to Ostrava’s children and young people,
modernizing and improving teaching with a particular
focus on science and technology, manual skills, IT
and multirobotics — including barrier-free (wheelchair)
access both inside and outside school buildings. The

It is being implemented at 5 leisure/youth centre
sites funded by the City of Ostrava (Moravska Ostrava
Leisure Centre, 2 sites of the Korunka Leisure Centre,
2 sites of the Poruba Youth Centre).

* Integrating Disabled People and Teaching Facilities
for Technology and Manual Skills

Implementation of this project began in the autumn of
2018; completion is scheduled for the spring of 2019.
The project will create a brand-new workshop facility
for teaching technology and manual skills, including
complete barrier-free (wheelchair) access both inside
and outside the building. The project is being imple-
mented at the Zabreh Leisure Centre, which is funded
by the City of Ostrava.

City of Ostrava subsidy pro-

The City supported a total of 118 projects involving
activities organized by schools and educational institu-
tions, contributing a total CZK 7 255 000.

* Programme supporting bilingual teaching and
teaching in foreign languages

This programme continued to build on its successes
of previous years. The number of schools in Ostrava
providing tuition partly or fully in foreign languages
(at preschool, primary and secondary levels) has now
grown to 26. The City provided a total CZK 7 760 000
to fund the programme in the school year 2018/2019.

* Funding programme for education, science, rese-
arch and talent management supporting projects
in technical, scientific and medical fields (2018, Q1
2019)

The City provided a total 40 million CZK of funding to
support 49 projects. The aim of the project is to support
talents, technical and scientific education, the develop-
ment of new study programmes, regional competitions
and student projects. The two-day international con-
ference “Talent Management Ostrava 2018” was held
in March 2018; the conference demonstrated how the
City of Ostrava supports the development of talented
young people and offers them excellent conditions for
developing their talent and finding practical applicati-
ons for their skills. Other activities included the ongoing
development of interactive educational programmes,
research days and various events popularizing science

Europe Direct Ostrava is an EU information centre
funded by the European Commission. In 2018 the
centre provided a range of information, organized
various events and also collaborated in events held to
support key activities of the EC Representation Office
in the Czech Republic, the Moravian-Silesian Region,
and the City of Ostrava. The centre organized 61 of its
own events (attracting 6 651 people) and collaborated
in a further 15 events (reaching 106 593 people). These
included events whose scope reached well beyond
the boundaries of the region, such as Spanish Cultural
Week, Polish Days in Ostrava, the ‘Pendl’ multi-genre
festival, the Festival in the Streets, European Handicap
Days, events held in conjunction with the Ostrava City
Library, meetings with MEPs and other important politi-
cal figures, debates, meetings for school and university
students from across the Moravian-Silesian Region, and
the VSB-Technical University of Ostrava’s International
Conference on European Integration. After four years
of existence, the centre terminated its activities on
31 December 2018, and there will be no further applica-
tion for funding in 2019-2020.

The tower hosted a number of popular events
for the general public, including guided tours, extended
summer opening hours, and creative workshops in the
autumn and at Christmas. The tower was also involved in
the ‘Museum Night’ project, when members of the public
enjoyed access to the New City Hall (including the tower’s
viewing terrace) free of charge. In 2018 the tower was
open every day, without exception. It is one of the very
few Czech viewing towers offering completely barrier-free
access to disabled visitors.

The City of Ostrava Cultural Centre is one of the city’s
largest and most important cultural and social institutions.
It offers a broad platform for cultural, social, educational
and leisure events and activities for people from across
the entire Moravian-Silesian Region. Besides holding
its own events, the centre also hosts a range of events
organized by various agencies, as well as providing long-
and short-term commercial rentals. The key priority of the
centre’s management is to ensure that all these activities
achieve excellent standards of quality.

In 2018, in addition to its own events, the centre also
hosted live cinematic screenings of satellite broadcast
performances by the New York Metropolitan Opera and
the Bolshoi Ballet in Moscow, as well as co-organizing
film and theatre festivals.

The 2018 programme included 47 theatrical performan-
ces, mainly given as part of the centre’s two season
ticket cycles (including 12 premieres). Many of these
performances received enthusiastic critical acclaim, fea-
turing renowned actors and leading theatre directors. The
outstanding quality of these productions was recognized
by a number of prestigious theatre awards, including the
Thalie Prize. Among the most remarkable performances
were the production of ‘Novecento’ and the ‘Carmen Y
Carmen’ project. By far the biggest hit among audiences
was the Dejvice Theatre’s performance of ‘Dubbing
Street’.

and an organization supporting people with autism.

Entertainment events and musical performances also
form an integral part of the centre’s programme. In 2018
the centre hosted 43 events of this type, including concerts
by Karel Plihal, Michal Hriza and Janek Ledecky plus a
range of talks given by explorers and travellers — a type
of event that has become very popular with audiences
and makes full use of the latest multimedia technology to
provide an often spectacular experience.

The centre is also well-known for its children’s events.
These are carefully chosen to complement school
curricula, and they help to support children’s personal
development and encourage them to take an interest in
arts and culture. In 2018 the centre hosted 78 children’s
performances; the highest attendances were at the regu-
lar morning theatre performances for schools.

The centre also hosted a range of educational activities
during 2018, including morning courses for senior citi-
zens plus various classes for the general public (dance
classes, foreign language courses and more).

The City of Ostrava Cultural Centre is the home of the
Janacek Philharmonic Ostrava and the Leo$ Janacek
International Music Festival, offering these prestigious
institutions a high standard of facilities for both administ-
ration and concerts.

At the heart of the centre’s long-term strategy is the pla-
nned reconstruction of the current building and the project
to build a brand-new concert hall on an adjacent site. The
centre will also undergo an administrative merger with
the Janacek Philharmonic Ostrava to create a new City-
funded contributory organization; this will help to create
a more robust and stable management structure.

The company Akord & Poklad, s.r.o. was created on
1 January 2018 by merging the management companies
of two cultural centres — Akord (in Ostrava—-Zabreh) and
Poklad (in Ostrava—Poruba).

Poklad has been undergoing a lengthy reconstruction
project since 2012 (suspended for a second time in
2017). During 2018 the company focused on updating
the reconstruction plans for the Poklad cultural centre
and (in conjunction with the City of Ostrava) holding
a tender for a new building contractor.

FEST festival celebrated 50 years since the creation of this
popular summer venue, attracting almost 6 000 people.

Over 2 100 events were held at the Akord cultural centre
during 2018. Akord continued to host highly popular theatre
performances, and it expanded its range of concerts cove-
ring various genres. Akord also continued its charity work in
conjunction with the St. Luke hospice, organizing a charity
cycle ride. Other special projects included the celebrations to
mark 100 years since Czechoslovakia’s independence and
the traditional lighting-up of the Christmas tree. The Akord
senior citizens’ club won a city-wide award in the ‘Senior of
the Year’ competition. Akord also hosted a range of hobby
group events, fitness classes, and language courses. The
company’s commercial activities include accommodation
and catering services, organizing events and other functions
for corporate clients, as well as renting out its premises to
customers. A total 23 ballroom dancing events were held at
the venue, including the prestigious Ostrava—Jih Municipal
District Ball and the second annual Senior Citizens’ Ball.
Akord welcomed almost 260 000 visitors during 2018.

In 2018 the Union for the Development of the Moravian-
Silesian Region awarded Akord a prize for its long-term con-
tribution to the region’s development in the field of culture.

2018 marked a true milestone in the history of the Janacek
May festival management compnay: the newly-created
Leo$ Janacek International Music Festival was held for the
first time.

This brand-new event — the result of merging two previous
festivals — naturally placed increased demands on the orga-
nizing team, which had to arrange 30 concerts in Ostrava,
Hukvaldy (the composer’s birthplace) and other venues in
the region. The presentation of the new festival’'s brand was
also a major focus of activity during 2018.

The ‘Generation’ international competition for young
composers continued to grow and develop, and there was
a substantial increase in the number of entries from Czech
composers.

One notable area of the company’s activities has been its
increasingly important role acting as an agent for various
ensembles and artists — including the Benda Quartet, the
Janacek Chamber Orchestra, the trumpeter Nikolaos
Grigoriadis, the soprano Veronika Holbova, the conductor
Marek Prasil and more. These activities make an important
contribution to the company’s mission of promoting and
supporting talented young artists in Ostrava.

In 2018 the National Moravian-Silesian Theatre celebra-
ted its 100th season. The Theatre’s four ensembles gave
16 premieres — all of them presenting works which had
never previously been performed at the Theatre. The
ensembles also showcased their talents at festivals in the
Czech Republic and abroad, and participated in a number
of special one-off projects. Performers and members of
the Theatre’s production teams won several prestigious
awards during 2018.

2018 saw the completion of phase 1 in the complete
reconstruction of the Jifi Myron Theatre complex. This
project has substantially improved audience comfort as
well as creating modern backstage facilities. The newly
built 12’ chamber theatre seats 60 spectators, and the
Workshop for Children and Young People (which runs
a range of programmes helping to popularize theatre
among the younger generation, and also runs a summer
theatre school for teachers) now has its own dedicated
premises for the first time. The Jifi Myron Theatre com-
plex also has an all-new box office, a new café (‘Narodni
Dim’) and a bar (Ve Dvanactce’), plus a much-needed
accommodation suite for visiting performers and greatly
improved rehearsal facilities for the ballet and operetta/
musical ensembles. The first phase of the reconstruction
project was financed by the City of Ostrava, the controlling
body of the National Moravian-Silesian Theatre.

During 2018 the Theatre’s ensembles gave a total 428
performances in Ostrava (slightly fewer than in the
previous year due to the ongoing reconstruction work at
the Jifi Myron Theatre), plus 18 performances at venues
outside Ostrava (5 of them abroad).

The traditional curtain-raiser to the new theatre season
(2018/2019) was the gala concert, featuring all four en-
sembles of the National Moravian-Silesian Theatre.

In February 2018 the Antonin Dvorak Theatre presented
a Ballet Gala showcasing exceptional ballet talents from
its own ensemble as well as other ballet companies from
the Czech Republic and abroad. In late August and early
September the Theatre’s ballet ensemble was the only
Czech representative at the prestigious Festival of Nati-
ons in the Italian town of Citta di Castello, and in October
the ensemble performed at the world-renowned Theater
Bonn.

The Theatre’s opera ensemble gave a guest performance
of ‘The Rape of Lucretia’ at the Estates Theatre in Prague.
Other guest performances included ‘Lady Macbeth of the
Mtsensk District’ at the Slovak National Theatre (as part

the composer’'s work. The Ostrava premiere of ‘Fate’
was held in October 2018, and the Theatre became only
the second company in the world to have produced all
of Janacek’s operas.

The operetta/musical ensemble made a highly successful
appearance at the Smetana’s Litomysl festival, and at
the Silesian Lily festival it gave a unique open-air per-
formance of the musical ‘Jesus Christ Superstar’ outside
Ostrava’s historic Cathedral of the Holy Saviour.

The National Moravian-Silesian Theatre played a very ac-
tive role in the celebrations held to commemorate the 90th
anniversary of Leo$ Janacek’s death and the city-wide
celebrations marking 100 years since Czechoslovakia’s
independence.

Performers from the Theatre’s drama and operetta/
musical ensembles took part in the first ever ‘Trans/
Misje’ international arts festival, held in the Polish city of
Rzeszow in August 2018. The Theatre also participated in
the annual ‘Ostrava in Prague’ festival, which showcases
all the theatres run by the City.

In June 2018 the Theatre collaborated with the Ostrava
Centre for New Music to organize the biennial festival
NODO (New Opera Days Ostrava), which included
a number of Czech and world premieres. Director Jifi
Nekvasil and conductor Bruno Ferrandis won a presti-
gious award from the Divadelni Noviny magazine (in the
‘Musical Theatre’ category) for their production of Alois
Haba’s “Your Kingdom Come’ — an opera which had its
world premiere in Ostrava.

The 22nd annual Ost-ra-var theatre festival — organized
by the National Moravian-Silesian Theatre on behalf of all
the city’s theatres — was held in early December.

The Theatre’s foyer also serves as a venue for various
exhibitions that are held free of charge, enabling tens of
thousands of people to enjoy them every year.

Other awards and nominations in 2018:

Four members of the ballet ensemble achieved success
at an international ballet competition in Plzeri. 15 artists in
eight different categories were nominated for the second
annual Amber Awards for culture in the Moravian-Silesian
Region. Of these nominated artists, five went on to win
the first prize in their categories (opera/women, musical/
women and men, ballet/women and men).

The National Moravian-Silesian Theatre remains one of
Ostrava’s most popular cultural institutions, and the high
quality of its work is regularly recognized by experts as
well as by journalists in the regional and national media.

In 2018 the Puppet Theatre gave five premieres of new
productions, two on its alternative stage and three on the
main stage: “Two Fairytales About the Pot’, ‘Long, Broad
and Quickeye’, ‘The Moomins: The Wizard’s Hat’, ‘The
Secret Diary of Adrian Mole’, and at the end of the year
a special production for toddlers.

In addition to the regular programme targeted at schools
and the general public, audiences also had the chance to
take part in three special events — a behind-the-scenes
tour called The Spring Theatre, Children’s Day, and Theat-
re Night. These events offered a unique opportunity to
peek behind the scenes, enjoy breakfast in the Theatre’s
café with characters from the production ‘The Blue-Eyed
Cat’, and see a performance by guest puppeteers from
Slovakia. The Theatre also took part in ‘Bambifest’, an
outdoor event for children in the Bélsky Les forest.

The annual ‘Puppet Summer’ festival, featuring visiting
Czech and Slovak ensembles (17 July—12 August),
included a concert by a children’s band, four Sunday
fairytale performances in the outdoor amphitheatre,
a puppet performance for adults at the alternative stage,
and an interactive display of wooden objects and games
in the vicinity of the Theatre. As part of the programme for
the summer school vacation, the alternative stage hosted
special creative art and theatre workshops (Tuesday—Fri-
day every week).

In 2018 the Theatre’s actor Karel Rizi¢ka won an award
at the Moravian and Silesian Theatre Festival in Cesky
TéSin for his performance in ‘Cutting Round with Josef
Kainar’. The Theatre also performed this piece at Prague’s
Komedie Theatre as part of the ‘Ostrava in Prague’
festival, and it presented ‘Long, Broad and Quickeye’ at
a festival in the Slovak city of Banska Bystrica.

The children’s studio performed excellently in both a local
competition and a nationwide children’s theatre event.

In June 2018 the Puppet Theatre presented its production
of ‘The Gingerbread Cottage’ at the Voices of History
festival in Russia. The first performance was on 20 June
at the Teremok puppet theatre in the city of Vologda, and
the second was on the following day in nearby Chere-
povets. This trip was made possible by the cooperation
agreement between the Moravian-Silesian Region and
Vologda Province.

The Puppet Theatre celebrated its 65th birthday at the
end of the year. A special gala evening was held on
14 December to mark the occasion, preceded by a morning
premiere of an entirely new production specially created
for the celebrations — a performance for toddlers (between
6 months and 2% years) featuring two lovable characters.

During 2018 the Aréna Chamber Theatre gave four pre-
mieres, ranging from productions of international classics
to newly written works. The productions of Chekhov’s
‘Three Sisters’ (directed by lvan Krejci) and ‘Killer Joe’
(directed by Jifi Pokorny) were repeatedly tipped to win
the prestigious Divadelni Noviny award in the ‘Production
of the Year’ category. A new play by the Theatre’s own
dramaturge Tomas$ Vujtek, set in Ostrava between the
world wars and directed by Janusz Klimsza, won an
award at the Moravian and Silesian Theatre Festival in
Cesky T&8in, and Viliam Klimadek’s play ‘Comic Book’
(directed by Tomas Dianiska) rounded off the year with
great success. VUjtek’s play was a world premiere, and
the performance of Klimacek's play was the first by
a professional theatre.

Aréna had a total 13 productions in its repertoire during
the course of the year. The Theatre continues to attract
large numbers of visitors, with an average 95% of avai-
lable tickets sold. The number of season ticket holders
rose, topping 700 for the first time. The most prestigious
award received in 2018 was again in the ‘Theatre of the
Year’ category at the Theatre Critics’ Awards. Aréna has
now won this prize four times in the past five years, ma-
king it the most successful theatre in the awards’ history;
it has also been nominated for the current year’s awards.
The Theatre’s actors and production team have also won
or been nominated for a range of other prizes (other cate-
gories in the Theatre Critics’ Awards, the Amber Awards,
and more).

The Aréna ensemble gave a total 155 performances
during 2018, ten of them as guests at other venues.
It performed at major theatre festivals in Prague, Brno,
Plzen, Ostrava and elsewhere, including the Trans/Misje
festival in the Polish city of Rzeszow.

Besides its own productions, Aréna also collaborates
in various co-productions including a range of cultural
and educational programmes. The foyer is a venue for
exhibitions of contemporary photography in collabora-
tion with the Fiducia gallery; the main auditorium hosts
literary readings and music recitals; and the Theatre is
involved in educational programmes for young people.
The Theatre’s equipment is gradually being replaced and
modernized, and innovative methods of ticket sales and
visual presentation are being introduced.

The Theatre continues to uphold Ostrava’s excellent
reputation as a vibrant centre of culture, and it regularly
receives very positive media attention.

The Ostrava City Library provides reader-focused
services and offers a pleasant, open and inspirational
environment for people to meet and enjoy learning. The
Library won several awards for the quality of its services
in 2018. In addition to the Central Library (in the city cent-
re) there is also a network of 27 branches in the individual
Municipal Districts. Users only need one reader card to
access the Library’s services throughout the city, and all
28 sites offer fully automated loan services.

It is the only library in the Czech Republic to be involved
in the ViabilityNet 3.0 programme, which supports com-
munities and community leaders. The main activity imple-
mented as part of this programme is the reconstruction
of the branch at Podrouzkova St., which will become
an important social and cultural centre for its catchment
area — as well as showcasing Ostrava on the international
stage.

The Library is also involved in the multi-year project
‘Memories of Ostrava’, which gathers senior citizens’
personal memories of life in the city. A second publication
(both printed and electronic) was issued during 2018 as
part of the project.

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People’s Conservatory and School of
Performing Arts

The People’s Conservatory and School of Performing
Arts embodies a unique system of performing arts edu-
cation with a strong commitment to artistic and social
inclusion. It offers courses in traditional and alternative
performing arts to amateur enthusiasts in all major genres
— regardless of age, health or aptitude. These include
courses targeted at a wide range of groups, from senior
citizens to pre-school children (who can attend morning
sessions which introduce them to performing arts). At the
end of 2018 the Conservatory and the School of Perfor-
ming Arts were attended by 1 004 students. Teaching —in
a supportive therapeutic environment — is provided by
102 teachers and other experts.

At the end of 2018 the Conservatory and the School of
Performing Arts celebrated 60 years of the Conservato-
ry’s existence with a gala concert given by current and
former students, held at Ostrava’s Puppet Theatre.

Students competed in the 4th annual Leo$ Janacek Prize
for solo vocal performance (13 May 2018, funded by the
City of Ostrava) and also achieved notable successes
at the Regional Scenic Dance Competition. The School
of Performing Arts held the 25th annual week-long
Czech-Slovak Rotary Struzielka 2018 summer camp for
handicapped children and young people.

Both schools regularly host invited experts — including the
renowned teacher and director Vaclav Klemens, whose
course for amateur drama directors opened for the fourth
year running in 2018/2019. The quality of the teaching
at the School of Performing Arts was recognized by the
Italian pianist and composer Andrea Morricone, who
visited the school during his tour of the Czech Republic.

The high quality of the teaching at both schools is reflec-
ted in the successes achieved by their students — many
of whom are admitted to secondary schools and higher
education institutions specializing in music, drama and
fine arts. Among the highlights of 2018 were the achieve-
ments of two students from the School of Performing Arts
who participated in the SuperStar 2018 singing compe-
tition: EliSka Ruskova finished in an outstanding second
place, with Adéla Kvitova not far behind her in fifth place.

During 2018 the Ostrava City Museum played a very
active role in the celebrations marking 100 years
since Czechoslovakia’s independence in 2018. All the
exhibitions held at the Museum during the year focused
on the period of the First Czechoslovak Republic (from
1918 to 1938), including an exhibition of historic prams
and baby equipment (using photographs sourced di-
rectly from Ostrava citizens), an exhibition focusing on
well-known Ostrava photography studios, and above
all an exhibition simply entitled ‘Ostrava 1918-1938".
This exhibition included a two-part film using authentic
footage to present key moments in Ostrava’s inter-war
history.

The Museum also achieved great success with its
international travelling exhibitions. It exhibited in two
partner cities — Dresden and Katowice — presenting
a valuable collection of art works and drawings depic-
ting the city and dating from the period 1850-1950.
Perhaps the biggest success was the exhibition in the
Hungarian town of Herend, showcasing a cross-section
of the Museum'’s collections. This exhibition was visited
by almost 20 000 people from all over Hungary.

Established events organized by the Museum — Ostra-
va Museum Night and the Lent celebrations — continue
to attract more and more visitors every year. During the
course of 2018 the Museum held 68 lectures and talks,
with an average attendance of 41 people — including
the renowned series of lectures about wild mushrooms,
which have been a popular fixture in the annual calen-
dar for almost half a century. The Museum acquired
526 new items for its collections.

At the end of 2018 the Museum purchased a unique
scanner to digitalize its collections — the only one of its
type in the Czech Republic.

(JFO) naplfuje svoje poslani zajistovat kulturni Zivot
v Ostravé formou interpretace klasické hudby na mezi-
narodni urovni. Dlouhodobé se ji dafi zvat ke spolupraci
vyznamné svétové solisty a dirigenty a diky tomu je
Ostrava zapsana na kulturni mapé Evropy jako mésto
s progresivnim symfonickym télesem.

V roce 2018 usporadala JFO celkem 201 koncertl
a edukativnich akci, z toho 150 koncertl v sidle organiza-
ce, 7 v multifunkéni aule Gong, 12 koncertd v regionech
v tuzemsku a 14 koncertt v zahranici.

The Janacek Philharmonic Ostrava is one of Ostrava’s
leading cultural institutions, playing a hugely important
role in the city’s musical life by performing classical
music to high standards of excellence. For many years
the orchestra has collaborated with globally renowned
soloists and conductors, helping to put Ostrava on the
international map as a city with a vibrant and forward-
-looking musical culture.

In 2018 the orchestra organized 201 concerts and
educational events — including 150 concerts on its
home stage, 7 concerts at the multifunctional Gong
auditorium in Lower Vitkovice, 12 concerts in other
Czech regions, and 14 concerts abroad.

2018 marked not only 100 years since Czechoslova-
kia’s independence, but also 90 years since the death
of Leos$ Janacdek, who was one of the foremost musical
figures in the newly formed Czechoslovak Republic.
The orchestra helped to celebrate both anniversaries
(in conjunction with other partner institutions) by
coordinating the ‘Janacek Ostrava 2018’ project and
organizing the Leo$ Janacek Musical Marathon, which
took place over 4 days on the weekend of 28 October
(Independence Day). The project gained plenty of me-
dia exposure, including five live broadcasts on Czech
Radio’s cultural station Vlitava.

Education is one of the orchestra’s key priorities; for
many years it has held regular concerts for children
and schools, as well as many interactive workshops
for a diverse range of target groups from seniors to
children (including pre-school children and toddlers).

Other important aspects of the orchestra’s activities
are its international tours and recordings. 2018 was
very successful in both respects: the orchestra gave

2018 brought a key test for the Plato Gallery as it moved
into newly reconstructed premises at the former Bauhaus
store and created its first three functional zones there,
consisting of large-scale artistic installations (from the
cycle ‘Temporary Structures’) and exhibitions of works by
winners of the prestigious Jindfich Chalupecky Award.

The new Plato was fully opened to the public on 16 April
2018. The first installations displayed (as part of the “Tem-
porary Structures’ cycle) were a library (by Jan Serych),
a café (by Dominka Olszowy), and a shop (by Milan Houser,
Johana PoSova and the artistic duo Barbora Zentkova and
Julia Grybosz). These temporary structures will remain in
use for the entire duration of Plato’s residence at the former
Bauhaus DIY store. The opening also featured a short-
term project presenting works by winners of the prestigious
Jindfich Chalupecky Award (from the collection of the J&T
Bank). The opening week included a range of discussions,
guided tours, workshops and concerts of contemporary
music — presenting the full spectrum of Plato’s activities
and featuring many leading figures from the Czech and
international art scenes. The guest of honour was Adam
Szymczyk, the curator of the world’s largest exhibition of
contemporary art, Documenta 14 (Kassel — Athens 2017).
In April 2018 Plato also launched a radically new graphic
design concept, created by the duo Tomas Celizna and
Radim Pesko (who were curators at the Brno international
graphic design biennale from 2010 to 2016).

The ‘Temporary Structures’ cycle formed the backbone of
the gallery’s exhibition activities, which involved 65 colla-
borating artists from various countries (the Czech Repub-
lic, Poland, Belgium, Germany, Turkey, Latvia, Slovenia,
Slovakia and more). The core of the cycle consisted of
6 functional zones designed by artists (a café, a library,



objektll (bistro, knihovna, $atna, zahrada, prodejna,
prezentacni prostor), které bude mozné uzivat mimo jiné
jako ramec dalSich vystav a doprovodnych programa.

which will also be used for future exhibitions and projects.
A total 8 154 people attended 13 exhibition projects du-
ring the course of the year. The concept of using artistic
installations to create the functional infrastructure of the
gallery is quite unique, and it met with a very enthusiastic
response from artists and critics alike. This new concept
makes Plato one of Europe’s most forward-looking expe-
rimental projects of its kind.

In addition to its own projects, Plato also took part in 92
supplementary projects — concerts (mainly of electronic
music), video/film screenings, performances, and events
exploring theory and criticism (presentations, lectures,
debates on the current needs of Ostrava’s art scene),
plus special events such as workshops run by leading
artists, a two-day academy for the general public, a su-
mmer art camp for children, and family workshops. The
gallery welcomed a total 207 guest artists, including 30
from abroad, and the various events forming part of these
supplementary projects were attended by 5 443 people
during the course of the year.

Plato’s activities during 2018 had a strong international
dimension (with particularly close links to the Polish art
scene), as well as being characterized by collaborative
projects involving curators from other institutions (Linda
and Daniela Dostalkova, Michal Novotny) and the artists
responsible for creating the individual functional zones at
the gallery — zones which placed considerable demands
on the production team, being not only works of art but
also fully functional structures.

In 2018 Plato prepared a range of educational pro-
grammes targeted at primary and secondary schools;
these 25 programmes focused on presenting current
exhibitions at Plato and raising children’s awareness of
contemporary art in general.

The SAREZA company is owned by the City of Ostrava.
It manages and operates a number of sports and recrea-
tion centres (including swimming pools and water parks),
offering a wide range of services to the general public.
The company’s facilities are popular with all age groups
from young children to senior citizens, and they are also
used for training purposes by schools and sports clubs.

In 2018 the company’s facilities were visited by
1 433 942 people; this number does not include
attendances at sporting or cultural events, participants
in activities run by sports clubs and organizations leasing
the company’s sites, or electronic chip card sales.
Some SAREZA facilities are open all year round, while
others are seasonal.

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In 2018 the company made the
following major investments:

* The second phase of work at the ‘U Cementarny’
sports complex was completed; this phase included the
enlargement of the existing in-line park (creating longer
in-line routes) and the installation of modern facilities
throughout the entire complex. The complex now has
in-line routes totalling 2.82 km in length (with 1.62 km of
new routes built during phase 2), four high-quality tennis
courts with hardcourt surfaces, a concrete skate park
including obstacles (1 600 m?), and a parkour park (600
m?) in the rear part of the site. There is also a pump track
circuit which was built during work on phase 2; some
parts of the track had previously been used by the City of
Ostrava in its ‘Olympic Park’ project, and the remaining
parts were purchased as part of phase 2. Floodlighting
has been installed at the tennis courts and skate park,
so these parts of the complex can stay open longer into
the evening. Modern facilities have also been created
at the complex, including a small café and snack bar,
changing facilities, and a multipurpose space containing
premises for a sports equipment hire shop and facilities
for a skating club. There is also storage space and facili-
ties for the site caretaker. Entirely new utilities networks
have been installed at the complex, and new walkways
have been built to interlink the various parts of the site.
A large parking area (with spaces for around 160 cars)
has been created. The complex also has bike parking
facilities, benches, bins, and a modern drainage system
which channels water off the hard surfaces to irrigate
the surrounding green areas.

At the outdoor swimming pool in Poruba the concrete
base of the pool was completely modernized (4 700 m?),
and a jetty-type barrier was built to separate the public
and non-public parts of the water surface. The new jetty
has a footpath giving visitors access from the grassy
area south of the pool to the north side of the water
(where there are water slides and a bar). Lifeguard fa-
cilities were built on the jetty at the water slide/toboggan
site.

* At the Poruba multifunctional complex the flat roofs of
ice rink | were reconstructed, as were the lighting sys-
tems for ice rinks | and II.

* At the Pfivoz sports hall the water supply pipes were
modernized, the large sports hall was repainted, and
new side barriers for the floorball arena were purchased.

* At the Poruba indoor swimming pool, the steam genera-
tor for the steam cabin was replaced.

* At the Sareza Hotel, the bathrooms and reception area
were reconstructed and an elevator was installed.

Among the top events held
at this outdoor arena was the Golden Spike athletics
meeting — the leading athletics event in the Czech
Republic. In 2018 the Golden Spike took place for
the 57th year running on 13 June, showcasing some
of the world’s top athletics talents and attracting a
huge crowd. Another major athletics event held at the
stadium was the Continental Cup. The artificial pitch
at the City Stadium was used year-round for training
and competitive events. Other sports events held at
the stadium in 2018 included regional and national
athletics meetings, corporate sports events, and sports
events for children and young people.

The ice rinks at the multifunctional hall in Poruba were
used mainly by junior teams of the Vitkovice Ridera
ice hockey club for training, competitive matches and
weekend tournaments. At other times the rinks were
used for figure skating training sessions or public
skating (which attracted almost 8 000 members of the
public). The rinks were also rented out to companies
and amateur ice hockey clubs. Other events held at the
ice rinks in the multifunctional hall included the Czech
Junior lce Hockey Championship, international ice
hockey academies and figure skating camps.

The Vitkovice indoor athletics hall hosted the Indoor
Gala athletics meeting as well as numerous events in
other sports — judo, karate, modern gymnastics, floor-
ball, and a major national conference. New badminton
courts were installed at the hall, which quickly became
popular with the general public and corporate clients.

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Security and public
order

The public order situation in 2018 remained stable,
and was largely unchanged from the previous year. No
significant breaches of public order occurred.

The issue that concerns the general public more than
any other is vehicle parking. The continuing increase in
road traffic, combined with a shortage of parking spaces,
creates complications in high-density residential areas
(especially in the evening hours and during the night)
and in Ostrava city centre and the central parts of other
large municipal districts, where there is a high concen-
tration of shops, services and institutions (here parking
is an issue especially in daytime hours). Additionally, the
Ostrava City Police Force is increasingly required to deal
with parking-related issues in the vicinity of Ostrava’s
zoo, where a long-term growth in visitor numbers has
led to regular problems on the local roads — including
situations in which emergency services vehicles are
unable to move freely through the area due to illegally
parked cars or vehicles queuing for the zoo’s car parks.
This situation also has a negative impact on public
transport services in the vicinity of the zoo.

Homeless people can cause considerable distress
to members of the public, especially because they
frequently behave inappropriately, cause noise, and
commit various offences including theft. Issues include
the consumption of alcohol in public places, various
forms of anti-social behaviour, and mess caused by
sorting through the contents of bins.

Statistics compiled by both the City Police Force and the
National Police show a decline in the number of crimes
committed and investigated in Ostrava. The city’s falling
crime rate is a long-term trend, as is the increasing
clear-up rate for crimes.

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Law enforcement activities

In 2018, City Police Force officers dealt with a total of
79 942 offences (9 692 fewer than in the previous year).
Traffic-related offences accounted for 89.3% of all offen-
ces dealt with during 2018; public order offences (and
other offences) made up the remaining 10.7%.

Public order offences

Officers dealt with a total 2 247 offences classified
as “other public order offences concerning national
and local government” (Section 4, Act no. 251/2016):
107 offences concerning trading regulations, 2 013
concerning alcohol consumption, 48 concerning noise,
7 concerning dog chipping, and 48 concerning burning
leaves and garden waste.

A total 3 146 public order offences (Section 5, Act no.
251/2016) were dealt with.

Officers dealt with 122 offences related to anti-social
behaviour (Section 7, Act no. 251/2016).

A total 1 548 property-related offences (Section 8, Act no.
251/2016) were dealt with during 2018, mainly related to
shoplifting.

Officers dealt with 911 offences related to alcohol and
drug abuse (Sections 35 and 36, Act no. 65/2017).

Officers dealt with a total 371 offences under Act no.
246/1992 (the Animal Protection Act) caused by brea-
ches of the City’s General Ordinance no. 12/2005, which
requires dog owners to keep their pets on a leash unless
local signage permits otherwise.

Traffic-related offences

The City Police Force (in conjunction with the National Poli-
ce) conducts traffic speed checks in order to improve traffic
flow and safety; checks are carried out at locations identified
by the National Police.

Working in conjunction with the National Police, mobile
patrols of City Police Force officers conducted a total 770
manual speed checks (713 Ostrava, 34 Vratimov, 23 Dolni
Lhota). A total of 2 692 speeding offences were dealt with as
a result of these patrols.

The camera system at the crossroads of Ceskobratrska
and Sokolska St. in the city centre detected 7 031 offences
(6 624 cases of entering the junction on a red light, 262 cases
of exceeding the speed limit by up to 20 km/h, 141 cases
of exceeding the speed limit by 2040 km/h, and 4 cases of
exceeding the speed limit by over 40 km/h).

Officers also carried out 86 preventive speed checks (6
in Dolni Lhota) to monitor driver behaviour at selected
locations; 27.7% of drivers in Ostrava were found to be
travelling in excess of the speed limit.

During the course of 2018, the City Police Force towed
away 813 vehicles (750 fewer than in 2017), and wheel-
-clamping devices were fitted to vehicles in 356 cases
(378 fewer than in 2017).

The City Police Force is also responsible for ensuring
that drivers pay the correct parking fees at car parks
(parking lots) or in designated on-street parking zones.
Officers dealt with a total 11 750 offences of this type
(227 more than in 2017):

* 4 397 offences of failure to pay the parking fee at the
public pay-and-display machines (438 fewer than in
2017),

* 7 353 offences connected to parking in spaces reserved
for holders of cards ‘R’ or ‘A’ (665 more than in 2017).

During the course of the year, officers detained 15
individuals who were driving while banned, plus 21 in-
dividuals driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs.
These cases were forwarded to the National Police for
further action.

Offences passed on to the relevant

Atotal 26 018 offences of this type were processed during
2018 (5 010 more than in 2017), accounting for 32.6% of
all offences dealt with. Of this total, 4 187 offences (635
more than in 2017) were passed on to the authorities of
the individual Municipal Districts.

A total 1 536 individuals in a state of severe alcohol
intoxication (37 more than in 2017) were taken to
sobering-up facilities in three locations, depending on
available capacity: Karvina (92 persons), Frydek-Mistek
(56) and Opava (50).

The Green Line

Operators at the Green Line (a free phone line enabling
citizens to report non-urgent issues) processed 5 752
calls, which were passed on to the relevant authorities.
Calls in 2018 included 375 reports of damaged public
facilities, 17 reports of offences, 232 requests for infor-
mation, and 5 128 other calls.

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The Central Security Desk

Camera system

In 2018 a total of 51 new cameras were installed. The
system used by the City Police Force comprised 419
cameras. In 2018 the cameras helped to identify and
deal with 1 083 incidents (579 more than in 2017).
32 individuals were identified committing a criminal
offence, and subsequently arrested; the system also
helped officers to find 15 people who were missing or
wanted by the National Police. 275 pieces of footage
were passed to the National Police. The City Police
Force also uses 327 traffic cameras.

Contractual policing outside
Ostrava

In 2018 the City Police Force operated on a contractual
basis in six municipalities outside Ostrava which lack
their own municipal police force (Vratimov, Zbyslavice,
Velka Polom, Stara Ves nad Ondfejnici, Horni Lhota
and Dolni Lhota). The City’s income from these policing
contracts in 2018 was 146 898 CZK (an increase of
54 248 CZK compared with the previous year).

Communication with the
public and the media

Atotal 125 press releases were sent to the media, giving
information on 233 events or incidents involving officers.
Local newsletters received a total 154 press releases.

Complaints and reports

The City Police Force received 48 complaints during
2018. A total of 8 complaints were adjudged to be justi-
fied or partially justified. The Force received 173 written
notifications from citizens concerned about possible
offences. Local patrol officers received 129 reports
from citizens. The Force also received 101 messages
of thanks from individual citizens, companies or institu-
tions.

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Human resources

Out of a total 749 employees of the City Police Force, the
majority were patrol officers (619). The Force also had
107 other staff and 21 trainees. During 2018 a total 108
employees terminated their contracts: 93 patrol officers
(at least 67 transferring to other police/security forces),
6 trainees, and 9 other employees.

Detailed staff data

The average age of City Police Force employees rose
to 42. The percentage of female employees rose from
22.4 % (2017) to 25.8 % (2018).

The City Police Force confers various awards on its em-
ployees to recognize their achievements in crime preven-
tion, public order and property protection. Last year three
types of awards were given: the Award for Lifesavers
(5 employees), the Award for Loyalty (45 employees for
10 years of service and 17 for 20 years), and the Honora-
ry City Police Award (12 employees).

Staff training

A total 82 trainees participated in three-month induction
training courses (53 employed by the Ostrava City Police
Force and 29 from other municipal police forces). A total
354 officers (156 from Ostrava, 198 from elsewhere)
participated in compulsory extension training courses.

Follow-up training courses enable existing officers to
refresh their knowledge of legislation and improve their
practical policing skills (including firearms training).
A total 3 742 officers received this follow-up training
(3 643 from Ostrava, 99 from elsewhere).

The City Police Force’s Training Centre charged a total
of 993 990 CZK for its services to other municipal police
forces (a decrease of 108 975 compared with 2017);
894 952 CZK for training courses and 99 038 for trainee
accommodation.

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Housing

On 15 November 2017 the City Assembly approved the
City of Ostrava’s ‘Social Housing Concept’ — a strategic
document setting out policy and plans for social housing.
A central part of this document is the City’s commitment
to retain its ownership of at least 12 284 municipal
apartments. It also stipulates the minimum number of
municipally owned apartments in each of Ostrava’s
individual Municipal Districts.

In 2018, work continued on the City’s ‘Housing Concept’
project, which was approved by the Ministry of Labour
and Social Affairs for co-funding via the Operational Pro-
gramme Employment (priority axis 2 — Social Inclusion
and Combating Poverty). The project is scheduled for
completion in September 2019. In 2017-2018, as part
of the implementation of the Social Housing Concept,
the City established a core stock of social housing:
3-5 apartments for crisis situations, plus an additional
100 apartments for less acute cases (classified as ‘social
apartments’ and ‘affordable apartments’). Six Municipal
Districts are involved in this project (Moravska Ostrava a
Pfivoz, Ostrava—Jih, Slezska Ostrava, Marianské Hory
a Hulvaky, Vitkovice, Poruba).

As of 31. 12. 2018, the Municipal Districts owned 12 693
apartments in 1 019 separate blocks. The largest housing
stock is controlled by the Municipal District Ostrava—Jih
(5 237 apartments), followed by Marianské Hory a Hulva-
ky (1 939), Moravska Ostrava a PFivoz (1 564), Slezska
Ostrava (1 216), Poruba (837), Vitkovice (709), Radva-
nice a Bartovice (267), and Hrabova (221). The City
Authority administered a total 289 apartments located in
several Municipal Districts. The other Municipal Districts
have fewer than 300 apartments.

In 2018 the large-scale privatization of the City’s hou-
sing stock (launched in 1991, when Ostrava owned
almost 46 000 apartments) almost came to a halt; only
110 apartments were sold off during the course of the
year (mostly on the basis of legally binding pre-purchase
agreements already concluded prior to 2018).

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As the Table shows, a total of 3 836 apartments were
built or reconstructed during the period 1995-2018 with
funding from the national budget and EU subsidies, at
a total cost of 3 119 million CZK. During 2018 the City of
Ostrava invested a total 198 700 000 CZK in City-owned
housing stock (78.3 million CZK from the City budget,
109.5 million CZK from the Municipal District budgets,
and 10.9 million CZK from the state budget and EU
funds).

During 2018 the Vitkovice Municipal District carried out
renovation work at Syllabova 26-34 (cost 17.4 million
CZK) and Stramberska 2B and 4, where large apartments
were subdivided into smaller units (24.4 million CZK).
The Marianské Hory a Hulvaky Municipal District carried
out renovation work at Frani Sramka 16-26 (26.4 million
CZK) and at Bila 2 (11.4 million CZK). The Stara Béla
Municipal District created 9 new apartments in an existing
block (19.8 million CZK). Smaller-scale reconstruction
and repair projects were also carried out on municipal
housing stock in other Municipal Districts.

Since 2002, work to regenerate public outdoor spaces on
housing estates has been carried out as part of the Hou-
sing Estates Regeneration Programme (Government
Directive no. 494/2000); these investments help to
improve quality of life on estates and solve the long-term
problems facing these residential areas — particularly the
poor quality of roads, parks and greenery and the lack of
parking spaces and leisure facilities for residents.

During 2018, a total 2 868 (-239) parking cards were issued
for the central restricted zone in the Moravska Ostrava a
P¥ivoz Municipal District (the city centre and Fifejdy): 2 691
cards for residents (+ 31 in comparison with 2017) and 177
cards for frequent users (- 270). For the Marianské Hory
zone a total 247 parking cards were issued: 226 for resi-
dents and 21 for frequent users. For the Slezska Ostrava
zone just 6 (+ 5) cards were issued: 2 (+ 1) for residents and
4 (+ 4) to frequent users.

Fully automated payment systems were installed at two car
parks: Janackova St. (at the Plato gallery) and Seidlerovo
namésti. The barrier system at the Smetanovo namésti car
park was relocated, creating an extra 60 spaces. Approx.
1 000 spaces in 5 parking garages remained available in
2018. Pay-and-display machines were installed at Zofinska
St. and Smetanovo namésti, taking the total number of these
machines to 27 (serving around 650 spaces in total). The
level of compliance with paid parking regulations remained
unchanged, at around 40%.

The car park at the Main Railway Station remained in use
for the Park + Ride system throughout the year. A new
Park + Ride area was trialled in the Lower Vitkovice area;
after two months the trial was evaluated, and the area was
closed due to low demand from motorists.

There were no changes in parking restrictions for vehic-
les weighing over 3.5 tonnes; this restriction remains in
force in the Municipal Districts Marianské Hory, Martinov,
Ostrava—Jih, Poruba, Pustkovec, Trebovice, Svinov and
Vitkovice. There were likewise no changes in parking
restrictions for vehicles over 2.5 tonnes in the Municipal
Districts Ostrava-Jih and Marianské Hory a Hulvaky and
along the main boulevard (Hlavni tfida) in Poruba.

No new permanent cycle racks were installed during
2018, but as part of a pilot bike-sharing scheme around
60 mobile cycle racks were installed at various locations
in the Moravska Ostrava a Pfivoz Municipal District, which
were used by members of the public participating in bike-
-sharing.

Public transport (Ostrava City
Transport Corporation)

City public transport forms a part of the Ostrava Integra-
ted Transport System. Public transport services operated
by the Ostrava City Transport Corporation (DPO, a. s.)
play a dominant role in the integrated system, as they do
in the public transport network throughout the city.

The total length of the city’s public transport network in
2018 was 458.7 km: 230.3 km of tram routes, 116.7 km of
trolleybus routes and 710.1 km of bus routes. Passengers
made a total 97 648 000 journeys within the integrated
system during the course of the year — an increase of 7%
compared to 2017.

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The environment

Drinking water

Ostrava Water and Sewerage (OVaK) supplies drinking
water to the city’s water mains system. In 2018, 62% of
the supply was purchased from North Moravian Water
and Sewerage, and the remaining 38% was taken from
underground water sources. Underground sources active
in 2018 were Ostrava—Nova Ves, JeStérka | and I,
Dualnak, Stara Béla-Palesek, Stara Béla-Pesatek, and
Zabreh water main no. Il. Ostrava Water and Sewerage
also operates the part of the city’s water mains network
owned by the City of Ostrava, which consists of 1 064 km
of mains pipes, 32 363 connection pipes with a length of
452.2 km, 32 785 integrated water meters, 14 storage
facilities and one water treatment plant (Nova Ves).

Sewerage

The sewerage network, with a total length of 919 km (ex-
cluding connection pipes), carries away waste water from
private homes and businesses, serving 284 891 inhabitants
of Ostrava. The Central Waste Water Treatment Plant in the
PFivoz district treats 98.7% of the city’s waste water.

Public parks and greenery

The total area of public parks and greenery owned by the
City in 2018 was approximately 1 818 hectares (excluding
forests). Maintenance of parks and greenery owned by the
City is carried out by the individual Municipal Districts, fun-
ded by non-investment transfers to the individual Municipal
Districts. There is a continuing trend towards the creation
of large-scale flowerbeds in city streets and suitable public
spaces (perennials, bulb plants, ornamental grasses etc.).
When carrying out new plantings, the City prioritizes those
species which are best able to cope with the climatic

The
cost of maintaining these new plantings increased during
2018 due to the changing climate and the resulting need
for more frequent watering.

Forests

2018 brought no changes in the area of forested land in
the city (2 476.45 hectares, i.e. 11.56% of Ostrava’s total
territory). A continuing decline in the quality of spruce-
dominated populations has led to a fall in the percentage
share of conifers in the city’s forestry stocks; this has been
caused by the continuing negative effects of biotic and
abiotic factors, particularly drought, strong winds and the
occurrence of bark beetles and parasitic fungi. Imported
spruce stands are gradually being replaced by mixed
and deciduous populations. Where possible, species are
chosen with a view to maintaining the typical natural po-
pulation structure of the given area, and increased use is
being made of soil-improving species to regenerate fores-
ted land. The City of Ostrava currently owns 1 118.92 ha
of land that is zoned as forests; most of these forests are
under legal protection and are thus required to retain their
current function. The City of Ostrava has commissioned
two detailed forest management plans for these specific
areas; the plans are valid from 1. 1. 2018 until 31. 12. 2027.

Air quality

In 2018 the air quality in Ostrava showed an improvement
compared with the long-term average for the decade
2007-2017. The number of official smog alerts associated
with high concentrations of suspended PM1o particles was
the same as in 2017 (4 alerts, with a total duration of 336
hours). In two cases the smog alerts led to the temporary
imposition of emissions limits on local industrial polluters
(156 hours).

According to readings taken at monitoring stations within
the nationwide AIM system (run by the Czech Hydrome-
teorological Institute), the daily limit for PM+o concentration
(50pg/m?®) was exceeded at 40% of AIM monitoring sta-
tions for which data is available for every month of 2018
(i.e. at 42 out of 106 locations throughout the country). The
limit was exceeded most frequently in the Ostrava/Karvina/
Frydek—Mistek agglomeration, and it was also exceeded
at several monitoring stations in the Olomouc, Usti, Zlin,
Central Bohemian, South Bohemian and Hradec Kralové
Regions, the Moravian-Silesian Region (outside the
Ostrava/Karvina/Frydek—Mistek agglomeration), as well
as in Prague and Brno.

The following Table shows the number of days on which
the daily imissions limit was exceeded at monitoring sta-
tions within the City of Ostrava. The limit was exceeded

The annual imissions limit for PMio (40 pg/m?®) was exce-
eded within the City of Ostrava at two monitoring stati-
ons: at the Public Health Institute in Ostrava—Radvanice
(44 pg/m***) and in Ostrava—Pfivoz (41 pg/m3**).

In 2018 the hourly imissions limit for SOz (350 pg/m?,
maximum permitted number of above-limit hours 24 per
year) was exceeded at the Ostrava—Fifejdy monitoring
station (22 hours), the Ostrava—Pfivoz station (17 hours),
and the Ostrava-Marianské Hory station (2 hours).

The daily imissions limit for SOz (125 pg/m?3, maximum
permitted number of above-limit days 3 per year) was
exceeded at the Ostrava—Fifejdy monitoring station
(2 days). This situation was due to the ongoing clean-up
project at the former OSTRAMO oil lagoon site adjacent
to the Fifejdy housing estate. However, the total imissi-
ons did not exceed the maximum legally permitted num-
ber of above-limit days.

The clean-up project at the OSTRAMO oil lagoons
frequently caused poor air quality in the city due to the
poor dispersion of a mixture of emitted substances, pri-
marily sulphur dioxide (SO:), hydrogen sulphide (H=S),
and also PMsio particles. This mainly affected PFivoz,
Marianské Hory and the Fifejdy housing estate, cau-
sing intensely unpleasant odours. This problem was due
to sudden and irregular spikes in SOz and H2S levels,
which could not be reliably predicted in advance as they
were substantially influenced by the above-mentioned
meteorological conditions (poor dispersion).

The has been a gradual improvement in imissions le-
vels in different parts of the city, especially for PM+o. The
most serious situation continues to be in the eastern part
of Ostrava, where the Municipal District of Radvanice
a Bartovice remains the most seriously affected by poor
air quality. Polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (especially
benzo(a)pyrene) still represent a serious problem, as
their concentrations exceed the limit (1 ng/m?); Radva-
nice is the worst-affected area (7.7 ng/m? at the Public
Health Institute, 4.7 ng/m?®* at OZO**). Since 2015 the
City has financed a Public Health Institute monitoring
station at Opavska St. in Poruba, where it mainly moni-
tors the impact of road transport; here the mean annual
benzo(a)pyrene concentration (2.3 ng/m?) exceeded the
annual limit by 130%. Out of the total 116 daily concen-
trations measured, 49 readings (around 42%) were in
excess of the annual limit (1 ng/m3).

A significant role in air pollution is played by road traffic,
industrial production, and the use of solid fuels for
household heating. A significant proportion of the total
air pollution is attributable to secondary dust, as well as
air pollution originating across the border in Poland.

Air quality is also monitored at selected locations using
a mobile station in a measuring van (also financed by
the City).

Municipal waste management

In 2018 Ostrava’s citizens produced 108 601 tonnes of
waste (3 969 tonnes less than in the previous year). This
represents a decrease of 8.9%. The total quantity of
waste stored at landfill sites was slightly more compared
with 2017, rising by 379 t to 52 356 t (see the Table); this
represents an increase of 0.8%.

40 754 tonnes of waste — representing 37.51% of all
household waste — were separated out and recovered
(i.e. recycled or used in energy generation). The dispo-
sal of large household items rose by 601 t compared
with the previous year.

Biodegradable waste reached a volume of 15 543 tonnes
in 2018; interest in collections of waste from the gardens
of private homes continued to grow. Construction waste
disposal levels fell by 4 306 t compared with the previous
year. The volume of hazardous waste disposal was 168 t,
a decrease of 22 t compared with the previous year.

The decrease in waste disposal volumes in 2018 was caused
mainly by a decrease in the disposal of construction waste
(rubble). However, despite the overall fall in the volume of
municipal waste, recoverable waste accounts for a rising
percentage of this total volume. Another positive long-term
trend is the ongoing decrease in the volume of municipal
waste dumped as landfill.

Business registration

In 2018 the Business Registration Office issued 5 692
new registration certificates. A total 3 060 new busine-
sses began trading in the City of Ostrava during the
course of the year, comprising 1 205 legal entities and
1 855 individuals (sole traders). The Office’s 12 counters
dealt with 14 855 clients in 2018. The average waiting
time was less than 4 minutes, and 87.4% of applications
were dealt with immediately. 87.1% of applications were
submitted via the Office’s standardized registration form.

Ostravsky Zivnostensky ufad, jako jediny ufad Mo-
ravskoslezského kraje, provozuje od prosince 2009
Jednotné kontaktni misto (JKM), které poskytuje
podnikatelim veskeré informace potfebné k zahajeni
podnikani v Ceské republice i obecné informace o pod-
nikani v jinych €lenskych statech EU a EHP.

Since December 2009 the City of Ostrava’s Business
Registration Office has been the only public institution
in the Moravian-Silesian Region to function as a ‘Point
of Single Contact’ (PSC). PSCs provide a full range of
information necessary for setting up a business in the
Czech Republic and doing business in other EU and
EEA countries. The PSC in Ostrava works closely along-
side PSCs and other authorities in EU member states to
provide information as part of this system. In 2018 the
Ostrava PSC processed 519 enquiries and requests for
information.

Kontrolni ¢innost Zivhostenského
ufadu v roce 2018:

During 2018, the Business Registration Office carried out
a series of inspections at trading premises — partly as
scheduled in its annual plan and partly in response to
the Office’s own investigations and information received
from citizens, businesses and public authorities. As in
previous years, scheduled inspections focused on high-
priority areas such as scrap metal yards, pawnbrokers’
shops and other second-hand shops. The Office stepped
up its monitoring of road transport-related services,
especially taxis. The Office works closely alongside other
public authorities such as the National Trade Inspection
Authority, the Regional Public Health Authority, the Natio-
nal Environmental Inspectorate, the Customs Directorate
and the National Police Force.

As a result of its inspections, in 2018 the Business Re-
gistration Office imposed 229 fines for breaches of appli-
cable legislation, with a total value of 244 90 CZK. The
most frequent breach was the failure to comply with the
legal requirement to notify the Office of the commence-
ment or termination of trading at a registered location.
The Office’s inspectors also revealed 49 cases of unli-
censed trading by individuals or legal entities. In 7 cases
the business under investigation was fined for failing to
cooperate with the investigation.

Over 3 000 business registrations were revoked after the
holders of the registrations committed breaches of appli-
cable legislation on trading and business registration.

The City of Ostrava’s

the Action Plan; during 2018 some of these projects were
planned, and others were implemented. Public consul-
tations on urban planning-related issues continued via
the website of the Strategic Development Plan (www.
fajnova.cz), on social media (Facebook and Instagram),
and at numerous public debates and presentations. The
success indicators for 2018 were also monitored.

The subsidy programme
for public space
revitalization

This funding programme supports projects which aim
to improve the aesthetics and overall quality of public
spaces in Ostrava, which in turn will enhance quality
of life. Project proposals can be submitted by members
of the public, who can thus become actively involved in
shaping the future of their city. In the period 2017-2018
the programme supported 26 projects with total funding
6 901 000 CZK.

Investment (ITI)

The City of Ostrava is the coordinating body of the In-
tegrated Territorial Investment (ITl) Strategy, which ena-
bles investments to be planned and implemented in a
coordinated manner throughout the Ostrava metropoli-
tan area (which includes 124 municipalities with 966 000
inhabitants) via allocations from individual Operational
Programmes. Unlike previous Integrated Development
Plans, the approved ITI guarantees the allocation of
funds from up to six Operational Programmes. The ITI
for the Ostrava metropolitan area will be able to access
funding totalling almost 6.5 billion CZK; funding applica-
tions will be possible until the end of 2023. During 2018
the ITI coordinating body announced a total of 13 calls
for projects worth 1 844 640 000 CZK (28% of the alloca-
tion); 105 project proposals (1 554 million CZK, i.e. 24%
of the allocation) received positive evaluations. The co-
ordinating body for the ITI is the City of Ostrava, which
also acts as a mediating institution in several of the Ope-
rational Programmes and evaluates applications submi-
tted via the ISKP14+ portal. In 2018 the City evaluated
79 such funding applications (as part of 15 calls) with a
total value of over 2 171 million CZK; 65 were positive
evaluations, 14 negative. These applications included
projects supporting cluster-based cooperation, training
centres, infrastructure-related services, technology pur-
chases, pre-application research, long-term inter-sector
cooperation, modernization and reconstruction of roads,
technical teaching rooms at primary and secondary
schools and at leisure centres and youth clubs, railway
infrastructure, purchases of low-emissions and zero-emi-
ssions vehicles, the creation of transport terminals, and
projects supporting labour market competencies.

Involvement in
international projects

International projects in the
Urbact Ill programme

In 2018 the City of Ostrava completed the implementati-
on of two international projects funded via the Urbact Ill
programme, which enables cities in different countries to
share their experience.

The ‘Refill’ project focused on setting up a system ena-
bling the temporary use of buildings and sites that are
currently unoccupied, abandoned and derelict. The pro-
ject was successfully completed in May 2018, when the

V navaznosti na Pafizskou dohodu a aktualizované cile
EU, které pocitaji s usporou emisi sklenikovych plynt o
min. 40 % do roku 2030 a s integrovanym pfistupem ke
zmirfiovani klimatickych zmén a adaptaci na né&, prob&h-
la aktualizace ak¢éniho planu. Ze soubézné provedené
inventury emisi za rok 2015 vyplyva, ze Ostrava naplfiu-
je a dokonce prekracuje svij vytyéeny cil do roku 2020,
jelikoz dosahla konsolidovaného snizeni emisi CO:

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Refill Office was opened (www.refillova.cz). The Refill
Office plays an initiating and mediating role to facilitate
the temporary use of unoccupied sites in Ostrava; the
City of Ostrava is the only Czech city to have supported
the creation of an office of this type. The Refill Office has
been operating at the Cooltour cultural centre since June
2018 as part of a 12-month pilot project. Its services are
provided free of charge.

The Refill Office acts as a communication channel
between the owners of unoccupied sites and people
who have ideas for their temporary use. It maintains a
database of available sites which it can offer to potential
users, as well as a database of projects that are ready for
implementation when a suitable space is found. It also
provides support services at the planning and imple-
mentation stages: legal support, assistance in drawing
up contracts between owners and users, consulting and
assistance for ongoing projects, project documentation,
and promo activities to raise public awareness of the
principle of temporary use.

In May 2018 the implementation of the ‘In Focus’ project
was completed; the purpose of the project was to attract
talented people to the region and ensure that they re-
main here. The project resulted in an Action Plan setting
out the key activities in this area, to be implemented in
upcoming years by a team of partners led by the Moravi-
an-Silesian Innovation Centre (MSIC), which organizes
meetings of stakeholders to discuss talent attraction ma-
nagement and coordinates individual projects forming
part of the ‘Talents in Focus’ Action Plan.

Sustainable Energy and Climate
Action Plan (SECAP)

In 2011 Ostrava became part of the European ‘Covenant
of Mayors’ initiative — making it the first Czech city to
commit to fulfilling a range of obligations leading to a
reduction in greenhouse gas emissions; the aim is to
reduce emissions of these gases by at least 20% by
2020. In 2013 the City launched its first Sustainable
Energy and Climate Action Plan (SECAP), committing to
reduce carbon dioxide emissions within the city by 25%
in the period up to 2020. Following the Paris Agreement,
the Covenant of Mayors accepted the EU’s updated
goals of achieving 40% reductions in greenhouse gas
emissions by 2030 and implementing an integrated
approach to climate change mitigation and adaptation.
An inventory of 2015 emissions shows that Ostrava is
meeting (and indeed exceeding) its commitments for the
period up to 2020, having achieved a reduction of 34%
in CO2 emissions compared with the 2000 baseline. This
substantial decrease is mainly due to energy efficiency
savings achieved in residential buildings, as well as

Projekt Air Tritia

V roce 2017 zahdjilo mésto Ostrava realizaci projektu
Air Tritia z programu Interreg Central Europe. Cilem
projektu je vytvofit mechanismus mezinarodniho Fizeni
kvality ovzdu$i prostfednictvim rozvoje spolecné infor-
macni databaze, nastrojl pro Fizeni, predikce a strategii
kvality ovzduSi. Na partnerstvi v projektu se podili
mésta Ostrava, Opava, Zilina, Opole, Rybnik a regiony
Moravskoslezsky kraj, Zilinsky kraj, Opolské vojvodstvi
a Slezské vojvodstvi. Superpocitatem vytvofeny model
kvality ovzdu$i bude v ramci projektu ovéfen rdznymi
typy mérfeni, které zajisti zu€astnéné vyzkumné orga-
nizace. Od roku 2018 probiha pfiprava predikéniho
modelu kvality ovzdusi.

Projekt Resolve

Na zacdatku roku 2017 se Ostrava zapojila do mezina-
rodniho projektu Resolve (financovaného z programu
Interreg Europe). Za Eeskou stranu je partnerem projek-
tu Moravskoslezsky kraj, mésta Ostrava a Opava jsou
pridruzeni partnefi. Cilem projektu Resolve (Udrzitelna
mobilita a pfechod k nizkouhlikové ekonomice sluzeb) je
priprava akéniho planu, ktery pomuze omezit emise CO:
vytvofené dopravou spojenou se zasobovanim a jizdami
za obchodem a sluzbami v centrech mést a obci. Re-
alizace tohoto planu podpofi udrzitelna pracovni mista
a rust v mistni ekonomice sluzeb (obchodu).

Po Gvodni Peer Review a studijni navstéve zastupcu Ostravy,
Opavy a Moravskoslezského kraje u Svédskych a italskych
partner( projektu v roce 2017, byly v tnoru a v dubnu 2018
naplanovany studijni navstévy v Manchesteru (Velka Brita-
nie) a Almadé (Portugalsko), kde byla mimo jiné probirana
témata elektromobility, pobidek k dojizdéni do prace na kole
nebo propagace udrzitelné dopravy. V zafi 2018 probéhl tzv.
Import Workshop, na ktery byli pozvani partnefi z mistni pod-
purné skupiny. Zahrani¢ni experti posoudili navrh akéniho
planu, jehoz aktivity pfenaseji (importuji) dobré praktiky od
navstivenych partnerd. Mistni partnefi (Ostrava a Opava)
nasledné dopracuji a schvali akéni plan.
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structural changes in local industry. This excellent result
certainly does not mean that Ostrava will stop focusing
on emission reductions; the City views the progress
achieved so far as just one step towards achieving new
commitments that the City will make for the period up to
2030. The decreasing trend may continue in the future
due to the City’s planned support for electric vehicles,
though one factor which may actually lead to temporary
increases in emissions is the rapid development of the
IT sector in Ostrava, as the data services provided by
IT companies often make relatively high demands on
energy consumption.

The Air Tritia project

In 2017 the City of Ostrava began the implementation
of the Air Tritia project (funded by the Interreg Central
Europe programme). The purpose of the project is to
create a mechanism for international air quality man-
agement by developing a shared database, shared ma-
nagement and forecasting tools, and shared air quality
strategies. Partner cities in the Tritia project are Ostrava,
Opava, Zilina, Opole and Rybnik, and partner regions
are the Moravian-Silesian Region, the Zilina Region, the
Opole Voivodeship and the Silesian Voivodeship. The
air quality model — developed by a supercomputer — will
be verified via various measurements conducted by
research institutions involved in the project. Work on a
predictive model for air quality began in 2018.

The Resolve project

At the beginning of 2017 Ostrava became involved in
the international Resolve project (funded by the Interreg
Central Europe programme). The Czech project partner
is the Moravian-Silesian Region; the cities of Ostrava
and Opava are associate partners. The project’s objec-
tive is to support sustainable mobility and the transition
to a low-carbon service-based economy; the Resolve
Action Plan will help reduce carbon emissions created
by retail- and services-related traffic in town and city
centres while also supporting jobs and growth in the
local service-based economy.

In 2017 there was an initial Peer Review, and represen-
tatives of Ostrava, Opava and the Moravian-Silesian
Region visited project partners in Sweden and ltaly. In
February and April 2018 there were fact-finding visits
to Manchester (UK) and Almada (Portugal), where the
partners discussed topics including electro-mobility,
incentives for cycle commuting, and the promotion of
sustainable transport. In September 2018 an Import
Workshop was held; partners from the local support
group were invited to this event. International experts

Projekt CLAIRO

Koncem roku 2018 schvalila Evropské komise pro-
stfednictvim iniciativy Urban Innovative Actions dotaci.
V Ceské republice se tak Ostrava stala prvnim a jedinym
uspésnym zadajicim méstem v historii tohoto programu.
V listopadu 2018 mésto zahajilo realizaci projektu. Cilem
projektu CLAIRO je vyzkum vlivu vysadby vhodné zele-
né na snizeni znecisténi ovzdusi. Na zakladé presného
a prubézného mérfeni, které poskytuje data online, bude
vyhodnocovana ucinnost vysadby v porovnani stavi
a klimatickych podminek. Specificka zeleri bude vysa-
zena ve sponu zajistujicim proudéni vzduchu a zvySu-
jicim ucinnost Cisténi. Zelen bude oSetfovana zalivkami
snizujicimi vliv vnéjSiho prostfedi na kondici zelené
a zlepSujici obecné jeji stav. Mésto je hlavnim part-
nerem zodpovédnym za realizaci celého projektu.

Univerzita Palackého v Olomouci se
stara o posileni odolnosti rostlin. SOBIC a Regionalni
sdruzeni TéSinského Slezska poradaji informacni akce
a zapojuji vefejnost v Ostravé a ve Slezsku.
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assessed the proposed action plan, whose individual
activities import good practice from the partners visited
on the fact-finding missions. The local partners (Ostrava
and Opava) are now adjusting the action plan on the
basis of this feedback.

In May 2017 and in late May/early June 2018, the City
conducted a survey of transport and shopping habits
among residents and visitors to Ostrava’s historic centre
and the adjacent retail zone; the survey was used to
monitor and evaluate the project and to help plan project
activities. The survey will be repeated in 2020.

European Commission
Community Programme - Urban
Innovative Actions

The CLAIRO project

At the end of 2018 the European Commission approved
funding for the CLAIRO project via its Urban Innovative
Actions initiative — making Ostrava the first (and still the
only) successful Czech applicant city in the programme’s
history. The City launched the implementation phase of
the project in November 2018. The goal of the CLAIRO
project is to research the influence of planting greenery
on achieving air quality improvements. Accurate ongo-
ing measurements will provide online data that will be
evaluated (factoring in climatic conditions) to determine
the effectiveness of plantings. Specific types of green-
ery will be planted in an arrangement enabling air to
circulate, maximizing the air-purifying properties of the
greenery. The greenery will be irrigated with a special
formula to reduce external impacts and ensure optimum
health. The City is the main partner responsible for the
project implementation, and a further 6 partners are also
involved. The Moravian-Silesian Region is co-financing
the project and mediating the participation of other towns
and cities in the Region. The VSB-Technical University
of Ostrava is responsible for measurements, data analy-
sis and expert training. The Silesian University in Opava
is responsible for designing the plantings, compiling the
database and training experts. Palacky University in
Olomouc is responsible for maximizing the plants’ resis-
tance to external factors. SOBIC and the Tésin Silesia
Regional Association are in charge of communications
and public participation in the project.

Projekt zpristupnéni Odry a Olse

Project: Providing Access to the Odra
and Olse Rivers

This project is co-financed as part of the Interreg V
programme (Czech Republic — Poland). The funding
application was approved at the end of 2018. The
project involves four partner municipalities in both
countries: Ostrava, Bohumin, Mszana, Gorzyce and
Krzyzanowice.

The main aim of the project is to create a cycle route
from Ostrava via Bohumin and onwards into Poland
(through the towns of Mszana, Gorzyce and Krzyza-
nowice). The new cycle route will be equipped with
infrastructure (rest areas, signage, information panels
at places of interest, shelters, benches and tables,
river jetties etc.). The implementation of the project will
strengthen links among the partner communities and
enhance the tourist potential of this part of the border
region.

Ostrava—-Hrabova Industrial Zone

The Ostrava—Hrabova Industrial Zone is a strategic
development location covering 115 hectares and fully
equipped with technical infrastructure. The largest owner
of land within the zone is the developer CTP Invest, spol.
s r.0. Major investors owning land at the zone include
Sungwoo Hitech, s.r.o. and PEGATRON Czech, s.r.o.
As of 31 December 2018, a total of 9 625 people were
employed at the zone, with investments totalling almost
22 900 000 000 CZK.

In the last quarter of 2018, work was completed on a new
water supply pipe funded by the City, which will increase
the water supply capacity for newly arrived investors at
the zone.

Ostrava—-MosSnov Strategic
Industrial Zone

The Ostrava—Mosnov Strategic Industrial Zone (S1Z) oc-
cupies 200 hectares of the development area in Mos§-
nov, with 58 ha available for new investors. Besides the
SlIZ, the complex also includes a 20-hectare business
and commerce zone (with smaller plots available, each
around 1 ha) and a Small Development Zone offering
32 ha of available space.

Major investors already operating at the Strategic In-
dustrial Zone include: MAHLE Behr Ostrava, s.r.o., PLA-
KOR CZECH, s.r.o., CROMODORA WHEELS, s.r.0. and
Mobis Automotive System Czech, s.r.0., which launched
production in late 2016/early 2017. By the end of 2018,
Mobis Automotive System had created 1 006 new jobs
at the zone.

After the entry of a new investor (OSTRAVA AIRPORT
MULTIMODAL PARK, s.r.o.) in the project to create a
multimodal logistics centre at the MoSnov Strategic In-

In 2018 there were also discussions with potential new
investors, leading to the arrival of XZB (Europe), s. r. o.

As of 31 December 2018, a total 4 152 people were em-
ployed at the zone, and total investment volumes had
reached 13 766 million CZK.

Ostrava—Mosnov Strategic
Industrial Zone - Technical
Infrastructure (Phase 2)

In view of investors’ increased demand for infrastructure
capacity (due to the expansion of production and the cre-
ation of new jobs), the City of Ostrava has also invested in
capacity increases for the water and gas supply networks
at the zone. The drinking water supply capacity was increased
by connecting two separate supply pipes in October 2018
as part of Phase 2 of the technical infrastructure project,
whose implementation was completed on 31 Decem-
ber 2018. The core technical infrastructure at the zone
had already been installed previously, as part of Phase
1 of the project (2007-2012).

In order to make the part of the site nearest to the air-
port more attractive for potential investors, the City began
demolition work to remove three now-obsolete buildings at
the business and commerce zone; this work is to be fund-
ed by subsidies from the Ministry of Industry and Trade.

Ostrava—-Hrusov Industrial Zone

The development zone at Ostrava—-HruSov, covering an
area of 35 hectares close to the city centre, represents an
ideal location for investment by SMEs (small and medium
enterprises). Chief among the zone’s advantages are its
excellent transport links. A land use decision was issued
in 2013 covering the key part of the site, which enabled a
gravitational drainage system to be created; the decision
remains in force for purposes of preparatory work at the
site.

In 2018 the City Assembly approved the sale of the land
en bloc to the development company CONTERA Manage-
ment, s.r.o. The developer — which won a public tender
for investment plans at the site — has committed to build
a modern, international-standard business park, which will
combine traditional manufacturing and logistics facilities
with advanced high-tech production, research and deve-
lopment, and facilities for SMEs.

The Park also includes
premises belonging to three companies — Ingeteam,
Elcom and VAE Prosys; a fourth company (Elektro MAR)
is currently set to build an engineering research centre
at the site. At the end of 2018, a total of 1 069 people
were employed at the STP.

In July 2017 the Moravian-Silesian Innovation Centre
(MSIC) was opened at the Science and Technology
Park. The MSIC represents a shift in focus from the
its predecessor (the STP management company),
bringing a new approach to supporting innovation and
business in the Moravian-Silesian Region. The main
shareholders are the City of Ostrava and the Region
(together holding 90% of shares). The MSIC site is
home to 80 organizations, from start-ups with potential
for rapid growth to development centres run by major
global brands (CGl, Hella, Tieto Czech, Brose etc.).

In line with its core mission and instructions from
its main shareholders, the MSIC is developing and
expanding its provision of direct support for business
innovation, proposing and piloting new programmes
to support business (including activities aimed at
changing the image of both the region and the city).
The MSIC also plans to construct shared spaces ena-
bling recently established start-ups to accelerate their
growth using shared infrastructure.

Strategic projects

Among the key tasks of the Strategic Development
Department is the management of major City develop-
ment projects.

Bendatky Forest Park

The purpose of this project is to regenerate the
vegetation and improve the quality of forested and
non-forested areas at the site, as well as providing full
public access via a network of modernized footpaths
so that the park can serve as a fully-fledged sports and
leisure destination. The project includes various types
of new structures, though the core activity focuses on
achieving radical improvements to the vegetation, as
well as installing new outdoor lighting (along the main

Revitalizace Pustkoveckého
udoli

Planovana je obnova funkéniho stavu stavajicich
ploch vefejné zelené, uUprava koryta vodniho toku
a revitalizace bfehu Pustkoveckého rybnika s cilem
zptistupnéni rybnika pomoci dfevénych mol. Vznikne
tak funkéni propojeni mezi pfirodnimi prvky posilu-
jicimi druhovou biodiverzitu a prvky sidelni zelené
poskytujicimi moznost odpocCinku pro ob&any. Prostor
bude doplnén lavickami a dalSim mobiliafem. Pocita se
i s vybudovanim vodniho hristé pro déti a chodniku od
rybnika v Pustkoveckém udoli smérem k ulici Marti-
novské, coz umozni napojeni do Turkova. V roce 2018
bylo dokon&eno zpracovani dokumentace pro Uzemni
a stavebni fizeni a probiha inzenyrska cinnost pro
vydani spole¢ného povoleni.

Vyuziti fek Ostravice, Odry
a Opavy pro sportovni plavbu

V roce 2018 byl dokonc&en investi¢ni zamér, ktery na-
vazal na studii proveditelnosti a dale rozpracoval moz-
nosti vyuziti fek Ostravice, Odry a Opavy pro sportovni
plavbu. Cilem projektu je umoznéni bezpecného
a plynulého splouvani na fece, odstranéni migracnich
bariér vodnich Zivoc€icht a vystavba slalomového ka-
nalu s parametry pro pofadani mezinarodnich zavodu
u Hlu€inského jezera.
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footpaths), making road alterations in Novoveska St.
(which will become a dead end and will have a cycle
route running along it), creating new footpaths and
paved areas, revitalizing two ponds, building a foot-
bridge over a marshy area, building a restaurant and
a maintenance facility, facilitating barrier-free disabled
access to the entire area (by building pedestrian/cycle
bridges over 28. fijna St. and Plzeriska St.), creating
a meadow area for leisure activities as well as a play
area, and installing outdoor furniture (benches etc.) in
a style that respects the natural character of the site.
Documentation for the necessary land use decision is
currently being drawn up.

Revitalization of the Pustkovec
Valley

This project involves revitalizing existing public
parkland areas, restoring the valley’s stream to its
original natural state, and carrying out alterations to
the banks of the Pustkovec pond (with wooden piers
giving access to the water). This will create functional
linkages among the various natural elements at the
site, supporting biodiversity while also providing a site
for recreation and relaxation. Benches and other park
furniture will be installed, a water playpark for children
will be built, and a new footpath will link the pond with
Martinovska St., providing access to the nearby Turkov
nature reserve. In 2018 documentation for the nece-
ssary land use decisions and construction permits was
drawn up, and technical planning is currently underway
to enable a combined permit to be issued.

Utilization of the Ostravice,
Odra and Opava rivers for
recreational water sports

In 2018, following the completion of a feasibility study,
the potential uses of the Ostravice, Odra and Opava
rivers for recreational water sports were defined, and
an investment plan was drawn up. The project aims to
provide safe routes for water sports while also removing
migratory barriers to aquatic animals; a slalom channel
will be created enabling international competitions to
be held at the Hlu&in reservoir site.



Bikesharing

V dilné je mozné tvofit s profesionalnimi stroji a na-
fadim pro praci se dfevem, kovem, keramikou, papi-
rem, textilem, kizi, ale také s vybavenim pro vyspélé
technologie, jako je 3D tisk a interaktivni platforma
Arduino. Na tomto projektu spolupracuji statutarni
mésto Ostrava, VSB — Technicka univerzita Ostrava
a spolek Provoz Hlubina. Partnerem projektu jsou také
Dolni Vitkovice, které planované dilné poskytly budovu.
Cilem projektu je nabidnout nadSencum, kutilim, ale
i profesionalnim femesinikim z Ostravska platformu
pro realizaci svych zaméru, podpofit tradi¢ni femesla
a rozvijeni manualni zru¢nosti. V nabidce dilen je také
velka Fada riizné zaméfenych workshopt. Remesiny
inkubator se prezentuje pod zna¢kou Fajna dilna.

Revitalizace parkl a zelené
v Ostraveé

Ostrava je zelenym méstem s mnoha parky, které tvofri
jeho pfirozenou souc¢ast. Mimo samostatné zminéné pro-
jekty zelené se Ostrava v roce 2018 vénovala pfiprave
revitalizace nebo vystavbé parku a zelenych prostranstvi
v ramci projektd: - Park za biskupstvim (Farska zahra-
da), Cingriiv sad, Park u Bofika v Nové Vsi, Smetanuv
sad v Marianskych Horach, Parkova uprava za polikli-
nikou Hrabldvka, Park u Zamku Zabfeh, Revitalizace
lesoparku Benatky a Hulvackého kopce, Parkova uprava
na ProkeSové nameésti, Revitalizace feky Ostravice II.
etapa, Ozelenéni Sokolské tfidy, Ozelenéni za Novou
Karolinou, Vysadba na kruhovém objezdu na ProkeSové
namésti a Smisena trvalkova vysadba v 8 méstskych
obvodech v Ostravé.
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Bike-sharing

Public bike-sharing projects are increasingly common
in large cities, and Ostrava is no exception. This project
offers a new, alternative form of transport for citizens
and visitors alike, and this eco-friendly option will help
to reduce traffic volumes in the city centre. As part of
the pilot phase in 2018, almost 60 bike-sharing stations
were installed in the central part of Ostrava, with over
200 bikes available. The scheme — run by the Rekola
company — proved highly popular with members of
the public. From May to the end of November, users
covered over 130 000 km on the bikes.

Crafts incubator

A shared crafts incubator serving the general public
was opened at the former Hlubina coal mine site in
March 2018. The incubator is equipped with professio-
nal machinery and tools for working with wood, metal,
ceramics, paper, textiles and leather — as well as new
technologies such as 3D printing and the interactive
Arduino platform. The project partners are the City of
Ostrava, the V3B - Technical University of Ostrava,
and the ‘Provoz Hlubina’ association. Another partner
is the Lower Vitkovice association, which has made
the former compressor building of the Hlubina colliery
available for the project. The purpose of the incubator
is to offer a platform for enthusiastic amateurs and
professionals to implement their craft projects; this will
help to preserve and promote traditional skills. The
incubator offers a range of workshops.

Revitalization of parks
and greenery in Ostrava

Ostrava is a very green city, renowned for its beautiful
parks. Parks form an integral part of the urban fabric. In
2018 the City of Ostrava revitalized a number of parks
and also created some new areas of greenery (in addi-
tion to the Benatky and Pustkovec projects described
above). Locations included the city centre park near
the office of the Ostrava-Opava Diocese, Cingriiv Sad
on the edge of the city centre, U Borfika in Nova Ves,
Smetanuv Sad in Marianské Hory, the health centre in
Hrabuvka, the Zabfeh chateau park, the square out-
side the New City Hall (including greenery in the centre
of the roundabout), the Ostravice River embankment
(Phase 2 of a revitalization project), Sokolska Tfida,
Nova Karolina, plus extensive plantings of mixed
perennials in 8 Municipal Districts.

Dvé nové budovy Ostravské
univerzity

Univerzita ziskala od mésta Ostravy darem pro rea-
lizaci budov zhruba ¢&tyfi hektary pozemkd v hodnoté
kolem 42 milionG korun. Ocekava se, Ze projekt bude
financovan z evropské dotace. Pokud dotaci neziska,
pozemky se vrati zpét méstu. PUjde o dvé budovy
s modernim, SpiCkovym zazemim, které podpofi prestiz
univerzity. Nabidne zazemi pro sport, zdravi, tech-
nologie a nahradi sou€asna, jiz nevyhovujici fakultni
sidla Katedry studii lidského pohybu a Klastru uméni
a designu s novymi prostory pro hudebni sekci a sekci
designu.

Nova tramvajova trat v Porubé

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Two new buildings for the
University of Ostrava

The University of Ostrava received 4 hectares of land
at Cerna Louka in the city centre (worth around 42
million CZK) as a donation from the City to serve as the
site of a brand-new complex. Building work is set to be
financed by EU funds; if the University fails to secure
this funding, the land will be returned to the City. The
project will create two state-of-the-art buildings — one
a sports, health and technology centre (including
facilities for the Department of Human Movement
Studies) and the other housing the music and design
departments of the Faculty of Fine Arts, whose current
premises are not fit for purpose.

New tram route in Poruba

The planned new tram route will run through the Po-
ruba and Pustkovec Municipal Districts from Slovan
to Duha and then along Prubézna St. to the Globus
hypermarket. The route will feature the latest techno-
logies to minimize noise. The project (with the working
title ‘Ecological Improvements to Public Transport’) has
been under preparation since 2014, in accordance with
the City’s Strategic Plan. Up to 85% of the total cost of
1 billion CZK will come from EU funds. In 2018 the City
commissioned a survey to explore public opinion on the
new tram route; this was in response to opposition from
some local residents who have organized a petition
against the project. The survey clearly demonstrated
that supporters of the new route outnumber its oppo-
nents. 50% of respondents support the route, 34% are
against it, and 16% do not have a clear opinion either
way.

New app for a clean city

Although Ostrava has previously had two apps enabling
phone users to report damage, faulty equipment and
other problems in public spaces, these apps functioned
only in the central part of the city and Ostrava—Jih. Now
a new app called ¢istaOVA (www.cistaova.cz) — mean-
ing ‘Clean Ostrava’ — has been created, and it covers
the entire city. Thanks to the app, reports of issues can
be sent to the responsible authorities without delay.
The app also enables people to track progress on
a particular problem after it has been reported.

Tourism

Since 2012 Ostrava has been promoting the entire
Moravian-Silesian Region as part of the Czech Con-
vention Bureau project, which supports congress and
incentive tourism (MICE). In July 2018 the city hosted
TBEX Europe 2018, a major international conference
of bloggers, YouTubers and digital content creators. In
view of the importance of this international event, the City
of Ostrava was not only involved in the organization of
the conference, but also provided financial support. The
conference included a range of fam trips in the region
and beyond.

The Film Ostrava office was transferred to the control of
the Region’s destination management company Moravi-
an-Silesian Tourism.

Investment opportunities

Throughout 2018 the City continued to implement
a range of activities informing potential and existing in-
vestors about Ostrava’s development scene and provi-
ding the latest news on the local real estate market. The
City regularly updated its information tools, including its
website, Fact Sheets, and regular issues of its e-news-
letter for investors (the 'Development Newsletter!!!').
Ostrava joined forces with Prague and Brno (as well as
the Moravian-Silesian Region and the South Moravian
Region) at joint presentations at MIPIM Cannes and
Expo Real Munich under the banner ‘Czech Cities &
Regions’.

Capital participation

The Department issues statements of opinion and re-
commendations enabling business planning, evalua-
tion and decision-making related to the operations of
commercial organizations owned 100% by the City; plans
and decisions are approved by the City Council, whose
sessions perform the function of Annual General Mee-
tings of these companies. The Department also monitors
the City’s participation in other companies, organizes re-
presentation for the City at Annual General Meetings of
these companies, and produces supporting documenta-
tion for AGMs.

During 2018 the Department assessed the 2018 busi-
ness plans of the commercial organizations owned 100%
by the City and reviewed these companies’ financial per-
formance in 2017. The Department also compiled docu-
mentation for the City’s decision-making bodies concer-
ning the exercise of shareholder rights in companies with
less than 100% participation by the City.

Bulk purchasing

In 2018 the City’s bulk purchasing system involved 170
organizations, enabling participants to purchase a selec-
tion of commodities — food, cleaning/janitorial supplies,
office supplies, fuel, electricity and gas. Around 6 000
individual items were made available via the system’s
purchasing portal on the basis of 200 tenders, enabling
City organizations to place over 20 000 separate orders
throughout the year. During 2018 the bulk purchasing
system handled the purchase of commodities worth 431
million CZK, and the total operating costs of the system
were 5.3 million CZK.

The City of Ostrava’s purchasing portal won second prize
in the ‘Trend’ category of the FSA 2018 competition,
which recognizes excellence in the use of electronic
systems for public procurement and electronic auctions.

The purpose of the bulk purchasing system is to achieve
cost savings for the City and its organizations and to
ensure that the City spends public funding prudently,
effectively and in accordance with all relevant legal
requirements. The main advantage of the system is that
it simplifies purchasing processes and makes them more
efficient, driving down purchase costs; commodities are
made available for the best possible price via a process
of central tendering, and individual users can then be-
nefit from this centrally tendered price by ordering via
the purchasing portal. The system keeps central records
of purchases, creating a complete picture of the types
of commodities purchased and their prices. Electronic
communication among users makes it easier to identify
purchasing needs across the entire range of the City’s
organizations, and it also reduces costs for participating
suppliers.

The key activities of the Public Procurement and Capital
Participation Department included:

e coordinating the activities of all City organizations in-
volved in the system alongside the system operator
(Tender systems s.r.0.);

* providing consultation to organizations of the City and
its Municipal Districts;

* monitoring the activities of the bulk purchasing system
operator;

* ongoing monitoring of the results achieved via the bulk
purchasing system (the Department uses a rating sys-
tem to keep track of the extent to which all City organi-
zations are involved in bulk purchasing).

Technical support for
the emergency services

In 2018 the City of Ostrava continued to provide electro-
nic communications infrastructure for units of the inte-
grated emergency response system operating within
the city. Emergency calls from the entire Moravian-Si-
lesian Region are routed to a single call centre in Os-
trava, which coordinates the necessary response and
dispatches ambulance teams (paramedics), firefigh-
ters or police units (from the City Police Force and/or
the National Police Force) to the required location. All
members of the dispatch team work together in a cen-
tralized emergency response room equipped with the
latest technology and top-quality IT support. The costs
of providing these services (data transmission, camera
images and voice services) during 2018 were partly co-
vered by the Moravian-Silesian Region, which released
subsidy funding of 2 573 000 CZK.

The budget for the City of Ostrava consists of the bud-
get of the City itself and the budgets of its 23 Municipal
Districts. The City budget for 2018 was drawn up in ac-
cordance with the City’s internal methodology and was
approved by the City Assembly on 13 December 2017 in
Resolution no. 1998/ZM1418/31.

The 23 Municipal District budgets were then approved
individually by the assemblies of each District during
December 2017. This process is due to the fact that in-
vestment and non-investment subsidies flow from the
City budget to the budgets of Municipal Districts. During
the course of 2018 the budget was amended via a series
of budgetary measures.

Non-tax income (15%) consists mainly of incomes from
the rental of assets and the City’s other activities.

Kapitalové prijmy (1%) consists mostly of income from
the sale of long-term assets.

Within the category of transfers received (8%), Ostrava
was the recipient of non-investment and investment
transfers from the national budget, the National Fund,
state funds, and the Regional Authority. The City received
a transfer of CZK 286 211 000 from the state budget in
accordance with the Act on the state budget for 2018; this
sum is made up of funds targeted at activities related to
the City’s extended delegated powers, the issuing of citi-
zens’ identity cards, public guardianship services, Single
Points of Contact and the children’s home.

The City of Ostrava’s total expenditure for the year as
of 31. 12. 2018 after consolidation (excluding internal
transfers) was CZK 10 604 602 000, representing 89.1%
of the adjusted budget. Expenditure is made up of current
and capital expenditure (see Table).
